SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– Preliminary counts of game 
checking tags indicate West Vir-
ginia hunters harvested a total of 
105,743 white-tailed deer during 
the recently completed bucks-only, 
antlerless, muzzleloader, archery 
and youth/Class Q deer seasons, 
according to Division of Natural 
Resources Director Frank Jezioro. 
This year’s total harvest was 32 
percent below the 2009 deer har-
vest of 155,214 and ranks as the 
26th highest total on record. A to-
tal of 44,134 bucks, 34,365 antler-
less season deer, 21,203 archery 
killed deer and 6,041 muzzleloader 
season deer were taken during the 
2010 season.
Antlerless Deer Season
  The 2010 antlerless deer season, 
which includes the youth/Class Q 
deer seasons, was 37 percent be-
low 2009 and 29 percent below 
the 5 year average of 48,225. “It 
is important to note that part of 
the deer management strategy is 
to regulate the harvest of antler-
less deer in individual counties to 

raise or lower the future deer pop-
ulation,” said Jezioro. The top 10 
counties are: Preston (1,905), Ma-
son (1,648), Lewis (1,297), Jack-
son (1,289), Monongalia (1,232), 
Ritchie (1,214), Harrison (1,199), 
Wood (1,198), Barbour (1,185) and

Blaney Hollow and Morgan Run in 
Monongalia County have been re-
moved from the 2011 trout stock-
ing schedule. Poundage had been 
reduced over the years as places 
to stock trout were lost. Only three 
locations were available for both 
streams in 2010.
  Mill Run, a tributary of the South 
Branch of the Potomac River in 
Hampshire County, has been re-
moved from the 2011 trout stock-
ing schedule.  Most of the stocked 
stream flows through private prop-
erty and has limited access. The 
upper reaches of Mill Run, primar-
ily above a natural falls, supports 
native brook trout, but conflicts be-
tween some anglers and the prin-
ciple landowner have occurred for 
many years.
  Mountwood Park Lake in Wood 
County will not be stocked until 
the lake level returns to normal. 
Repairs to the water control gates 
must be made before the lake can 
be refilled.  Additionally, main-
tenance work is being performed 
around the boat launching ramp 
area.
  New Creek Lake, Site 14, in 
Grant County, will not be stocked 
in 2011. The lake has been drained 
to facilitate repairs to the water-re-
lease structure. It is anticipated that 
New Creek Lake will return to the 
2012 trout stocking schedule.
  Fitzpatrick Lake in Raleigh Coun-
ty will not be stocked again until 
repairs to the dam can be made. The 

lake received its January stocking, 
but the low water level has signifi-
cantly reduced the surface acreage 
of the lake. Stockings will resume 
as soon as the lake is full.
    Anglers can call the Fishing Ho-
tline at 304-558-3399 or visit the 
website at www.wvdnr.gov to find 
out which streams and lakes have 
been stocked each day.

Only one deer may be taken per 
day during the buck season.
 Deer hunting in West Virginia 
generates a total annual economic 
impact of $233 million, much of it 
in the rural areas of the state that 
depend upon the deer seasons for 
a large portion of their annual in-
come.
  In 2009, deer hunters in West Vir-
ginia harvested 62,986 bucks dur-
ing the two-week buck season, a 
decrease of 6.5 percent from the 
2008 harvest. The 2009 antlerless 
season deer harvest decreased by 
three percent from 2008 for a total 
of 54,414.
  WVDNR forecasts that buck 
hunters should experience a simi-
lar harvest in 2010. Some slight 
overwinter mortality may have lo-
calized impacts on populations but 
will not have a tremendous effect 
on the overall buck harvest. Buck 
seasons are less affected by hard 
mast conditions compared to other 
seasons due to the total number 
of hunters afi eld during that time. 
Therefore, the abundant mast crop 
of 2010 will have less of an overall 
impact on the harvest. However, 
hunters should scout and notice the 
acorn crop prior to hunting. Avail-
able mast during the gun season 
should still have deer feeding on

these food sources.
  Sunday hunting is legal in the fol-
lowing 14 counties on private land 
only: Boone, Brooke, Clay, Han-
cock, Jefferson, Lincoln, Logan, 
McDowell, Marshall, Mingo, Ohio, 
Wayne, Wetzel and Wyoming. The 
only Sunday that is open in these 
counties during the buck season is 
November 28. Hunters are remind-
ed that deer gun seasons are closed 
in Logan, Mingo, McDowell and 
Wyoming counties.
  Hunters are required to wear at 
least 400 square inches of blaze or-
ange (about the size of a vest) as Young Nick Westerhaver, from Ra-
venswood, got a nice buck. 

  “We encourage all artists, espe-
cially those from West Virginia, 
to submit their work,” said Taylor.  
A $100 prize is awarded for every 
month’s painting and $500 for the 
cover. Paintings are chosen based 
on overall composition and quality, 
along with anatomical and contex-
tual accuracy. The quality of the 
electronic image or submitted slide 
is very important for judging the 
artwork.

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. – 
Preliminary test results indicate the 
Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) 
agent was present in 10 hunter-
harvested deer collected during the 
2010 deer firearms hunting season. 
  “As part of our agency’s ongoing 
CWD monitoring effort, samples 
were collected from 1,056 hunter-
harvested deer brought to game 
checking stations in Hampshire 
County and one station near the 
southern Hampshire County line in 
Hardy County,” said Frank Jezioro, 
Director of the West Virginia Divi-
sion of Natural Resources (DNR). 
   The 10 CWD-positive deer in-
cluded two 2.5 year-old does, two 
1.5 year-old bucks, five 2.5 year-old 
bucks, and one 3.5 year-old buck. 
Nine of the latest positive deer 
were harvested within the borders 
of Hampshire County. However, 
one was harvested in Hardy Coun-
ty near the border with Hampshire 
County. The area in West Virginia 
from which CWD has been detect-
ed continues to expand, as evident 
with the latest CWD positive deer 
from northern Hardy County.  The 
number of infected deer detected in 
West Virginia in 2010 now totals 
22, two less than the number of in-
fected deer detected in 2009.
   CWD has now been detected in 83 
deer in Hampshire County and one 
deer in Hardy County for a total of 
84 CWD-positive deer in West Vir-
ginia. The DNR will continue to up-
date management actions designed 
to control the spread of this disease, 
prevent further introduction of the 
disease, and possibly eliminate the 
disease from the state as informa-
tion from deer testing within West 
Virginia is gathered and scientists

across the country provide more in-
formation on how to combat CWD 
in white-tailed deer.
  “The detection of the positive 
CWD deer in Hardy County is dis-
couraging,” said Jezioro.  “As we 
strive to meet this wildlife disease 
challenge and implement appro-
priate management strategies, the 
continued support and involvement 
of landowners and hunters will be 
essential.” 
  An expansion of the current ban 
on supplemental feeding and bait-
ing of deer in Hampshire County 
is being considered with the occur-
rence of this CWD-positive deer 
in Hardy County. Current research 
indicates that supplemental feeding 
and baiting of deer increases the 
chance of disease transmission far 
above the normal clustering of deer 
on natural and agricultural feeding 
areas. The DNR remains commit-
ted to keeping the public informed 
and involved in wildlife disease 
management actions.

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– West Virginia hunters harvested 
a record 2,392 black bears during 
the combined 2010 archery and 
firearms seasons, according to Paul 
Johansen, Assistant Chief in charge 
of Game Management for the West 
Virginia Division of Natural Re-
sources. The preliminary harvest 
data for the combined seasons in 
2010 was 14 percent higher than 
the previous record of 2,069 estab-
lished in 2008.
“As predicted in the 2010 Hunting 
Outlook, mast conditions had a tre-
mendous influence on this year’s 
record bear harvest,” said Johan-
sen. “Traditionally, favorable mast 
conditions lead to lower archery 
harvests. However, abundant food 
sources kept many bears active 
into early winter. In addition, there 
were numerous counties opened to 
extended hunting seasons designed 
to help those counties reach man-
agement objectives.”
  Hunters took 454 bears during the 
2010 archery season. The top five 

counties were Randolph (44), Pres-
ton (39), Webster (38), Fayette (33) 
and Nicholas (25).
  Firearms hunters took a record 
harvest of 1,938 bears during 2010. 
Hunters took 462 bears in Sep-
tember, 309 during the concurrent 
buck/bear season and 1,167 during 
the traditional December season. 
Top five counties were Greenbrier 
(219), Pendleton (192), Randolph 
(190), Pocahontas (175) and Web-
ster (135).

Kevin VanDam wins his 4th Bass-
master Classic in New Orleans.  

VanDam Wins 4th Classic
NEW ORLEANS -- Kevin Van-
Dam’s closest competition ex-
pressed hopes that he’d slip up on 
the fi nal day of the 2011 Bassmas-
ter Classic.
   Leading by more than 3 1⁄2 
pounds going into the last day, 
VanDam caught 28 pounds Sun-
day, his biggest limit of the world 
championship, and collected a re-
cord-tying fourth Bassmaster Clas-
sic title in dominating fashion. His 
three-day total weighed 69 pounds, 
11 ounces, the heaviest ever taken 
to the scale in a Classic with a fi ve-
fi sh daily limit.
  “I don’t compete to break re-
cords or for how other people may 
view me,” said VanDam, who won 
$500,000 to push his career earn-
ings past $5 million, also a Bass-
master record. “I love competition. 
I compete to win.”
   VanDam tied legendary pro Rick 
Clunn for most Classic titles and 
also matched Clunn as the only an-
gler to win the Classic in consecu-
tive years.
  “He’s obviously the best there is 
right now,” Clunn said. “He’s in that 
wonderful place you hope to reach 
when you start this. Kevin isn’t go-
ing to beat himself. He’s found that 

space where only a few have been, 
and he’s not even close to the last 
chapter of what he’s writing.”
James Overstreet
  VanDam set another unoffi cial 
record for effi ciency. VanDam’s 
records came during a tournament 
that was shortened by fog delays 
on all three competition days. In-
stead of 24 cumulative hours of 
fi shing time, VanDam had about 19 
1⁄2 hours.
  “The guy’s an amazing athlete,” 
2003 Classic champion Mike Ia-
conelli said. “He’s the best angler 
in the world.”
  Aaron Martens of Leeds, Ala., 
also broke Luke Clausen’s Clas-
sic weight record of 56-2 from the 
2006 championship on Florida’s 
Lake Toho. But Martens’ 59-0 left 
him more than 10 pounds behind 
VanDam, not enough to prevent 
him from fi nishing second for the 
fourth time in a Bassmaster Classic 
or playing Classic bridesmaid to 
VanDam for the second time.
  “This is the easiest second place 
I’ve ever had, and I’m not just 
saying that,” Martens said. “If it 
would’ve been closer, it might be 
different. But there’s no stress, no 
remorse.”

VanDam and Martens fi shed within 
earshot of each other throughout 
the Classic, plying the waters of an 
area known locally as Tank Pond,

  Decades ago it was a freshwa-
ter lake that fell on hard times af-
ter tropical storm systems pushed 
brackish water into the area, killing 
its thick stands of cypress and tu-
pelo trees. The stumps remain, and 
freshwater diverted into the area 
from the David Pond diversion on 
the Mississippi River, in conjunc-
tion with Florida bass stocking by 
the Louisiana Department of Wild-
life and Fisheries, has breathed new 
life into the area’s bass fishing.

a transition into spawning mode.
   Over the first two days of the 41st 
annual Classic, the competition ap-
peared to be shaping up as a battle 
between Lake Cataouatche and the 
Venice area. But Cataouatche won 

by knockout Sunday. It produced 
four limits over 25 pounds on the 
tournament’s final day.
  The spot’s productivity amazed 
even the best bass anglers in the 
world. Third-place finisher Derek 
Remitz of Grant, Ala., also fished 
there, hauling in a 26-5 limit on 
Day Three for a total of 56-8 that 
made him the first to surpass the 
Classic weight record.
 Federation Nation champion 
Brandon Palaniuk fished near Tank 
Pond, too, finishing fourth with 55-
7.
  “We hit it a special week of the 
year,” Martens said. “Today was 
probably the one of the best days 
of the year fishing on the Delta.”
  No one figured out the area like 
VanDam. He made a transition 
from a spinnerbait to a crankbait on 
Day Two, a move he credited for 
his victory. He found stumps by fan 
casting the crankbait and then re-
peatedly targeted them for numer-

   Brent Chapman of Lake Quivira, 
Kan., who went into Day Three 
trailing VanDam by about 3 1⁄2 
pounds, rounded out the top five 
with 54-8. Chapman was the only 
angler in the top five from the Ven-
ice area, which didn’t produce like 
many anglers predicted.
James Overstreet
  Fog played a huge part in that, 
with delays allowing anglers who 
made the four-hour round-trip run 
less than an hour to fish on Day 
Two. And when Chapman finally 
had a chance to work it over when 
Sunday’s start was delayed only 
30 minutes, cold water from the 
Mississippi River flooded into his 
small pond and dropped the water 
temperature by almost 10 degrees.
“I knew the Mississippi River 
would be cold this time of year,” 
VanDam said. “I made the decision 
to stay away from Venice because I 
figured there was no way you could 
fish there three days without fog.”
  VanDam, 43, has been peerless 
in his domination of professional 
bass fishing over the past decade. 
Since winning his first Classic here 
on the Louisiana Delta in 2001, the 
angler from Kalamazoo, Mich., has 
notched 13 of his 20 career victo-
ries, eclipsing the previous mark of 

19 B.A.S.S. victories held by Ro-
land Martin.
  VanDam has Classic victories at 
Pittsburgh in 2005 and Alabama’s 
Lay Lake last year. He already held 
the Bassmaster record for career 
earnings and added to that total to-
day to surpass $5 million.
  “VanDam seems to be quite a bit 
better than the rest of us,” Martens 
said. “Sometimes I wish he wasn’t 
here, but I like him too much. But I 
think a lot of us would do a lot bet-
ter if he wasn’t around.”

Archery in the Schools (AIS) Pro-
gram instructor training April 12-
13 at the Gander Mountain Store 
in South Charleston, according to 
Scott Warner, DNR’s AIS Program 
Coordinator. 
 “Gander Mountain is happy to 
host another AIS Program train-
ing,” said Greg Walls, store man-
ager for Gander Mountain.  “We’ve 
seen the success and growth of 
the DNR’s AIS Program with the 
number of kids coming into our 
archery department.  We are very 
happy to be assisting schools in the 
Kanawha Valley, and elsewhere by 
hosting this training.”
 The AIS Program is the DNR’s 
largest and fastest growing edu-
cational program. Since its incep-
tion in 2004, approximately 50,000 
students have been introduced 
to archery as part of their physi-
cal education (PE) classes in 230 
West Virginia schools.

gram teaches Olympic-style target 
archery in both public and private 
schools’ Grade 4-12 PE classes.
 “However, in order for schools 
to have the AIS Program, they 
must first have a certified instruc-
tor – preferably a PE instructor or 
coach who will introduce as many 
kids as possible to the joys of target 
archery,” said Warner. “The DNR 
has about four trainings a year; 
and, because class size is limited to 
25, training slots are highly sought 
after. To ensure a training slot, we 
encourage PE teachers and coaches 
to apply as soon as possible, even 
before the April 1st deadline.”  As 
an added incentive, teachers tak-
ing this training may be eligible 

to receive Continuing Education

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– The West Virginia Division of 
Natural Resources has contracted 
Responsive Management to con-
duct a major hunter survey, accord-
ing to Curtis I. Taylor, Chief of the 
DNR Wildlife Resources Section.

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– Preliminary figures for the 2010 
fall turkey hunting season show a 
harvest of 1,126 turkeys, according 
to Paul Johansen, Assistant Chief 
in Charge of Game Management 
for the Wildlife Resources Section 
of the West Virginia Division of 
Natural Resources. The 2010 har-
vest was seven percent lower than 
the 1,208 birds checked in during 
the 2009 fall season. 
 “Fall wild turkey harvests are 
highly influenced by annual re-
production and hard mast condi-
tions,” stated Johansen.  “The re-
cord acorn crop of 2010 had birds 
widely dispersed, many in remote, 
hard-to-access places which nega-
tively affected the harvest in all of 
the traditional counties.  Although 
there were 15 additional counties 
open to fall hunting in 2010, the 
harvest was still below the 2009 
tally. Biologists had hoped that the 
additional open counties would 
slightly increase the harvest; how-
ever, the abundant mast conditions 
prohibited hunters from achieving

the 2009 harvest.”     
   Top counties for 2010 were Green-
brier, with a take of 92; Preston (80), 
Monroe (59), Randolph (58), and 
Pocahontas (47).  The traditional 
fall hunt counties, including Pres-
ton County, the Eastern Panhandle, 
and Mountain regions of the state, 
accounted for 57 percent of the total 
fall kill.  The kill was down 20 per-
cent in these counties.  There were 
231 turkeys (21 percent) checked 
in on the opening Saturday of 2010 
(19 percent in 2009).  The opening 
week tallied 44 percent of the total 
harvest, the same as in 2009.  Good 
luck next spring.

CHARLESTON, W.Va.— Gov. 
Earl Ray Tomblin today announced 
the Governor’s One Shot Whitetail 
Deer Hunt raised a record $75,000 
in donations for the Hunters Help-
ing the Hungry (HHH) program. 
The event, held Dec. 5 and 6 at 
Stonewall Jackson Resort State 
Park in Lewis County, has been 
held the past four years to raise 
money for HHH, which is admin-
istered by the Division of Natural 
Resources.
  “The Governor’s One Shot Com-
mittee set a very ambitious mon-
etary goal for last year’s event and 
I congratulate them on their suc-
cess,” Gov. Tomblin said during a 
check presentation at the Capitol 
on March 2. “I also want to thank 
all those who participated, from 
the hunters to the business spon-
sors, because they put food on the 
table for many West Virginia fami-
lies. .”
  The first event, held in 2007, 
raised $17,000, the second in 2008 
raised $35,000, and the third in 
2009 raised $50,000.
  The HHH program allows hunt-
ers to donate legally-harvested 
deer to certified processors so the 
meat can be distributed to soup 
kitchens, food pantries, shelters, 
senior centers, missions, churches 
and community centers around the 
state. The HHH program has been 
highly successful since it began in 
1992, providing more than 100,000 
meals to the neediest of West Vir-
ginians. However, the program also 
requires cash donations to pay for 
processing and distribution costs to 
benefit these needy individuals.
  The One Shot event is sponsored 
by DNR and the One Shot Com-
mittee. All venison from the hunt, 
along with profits from the spon-
