   The spawn is on at many lakes 
across the southern US. The water 
temperatures have risen and if you 
can catch the conditions just right, 
you should be able to land a few 
slabs.
  The #1 bait for catching Spring 
Crappie is without a doubt a live 
minnow. It has been estimated that 
over 50% of all Crappie are caught 
on live minnows. I am not totally 
sure of the accuracy of that quote, 
but I happen to believe it. The prob-
lem is that sometimes the local bait 

shops will run out of minnows if 
the fish are really biting.
  Other effective live baits you can 
use are crickets and grub worms. 
Earthworms may work, but my ex-
perience has been that they are bet-
ter suited for catfish, sunfish, and an 
occasional bass.   You can also try a 
cast net to catch some live bait.
  Try fishing in the shallow wa-
ter with a live minnow tied about 
18 inches to 2 feet below the un-
weighted cork. Something you 
may try if cork fishing is to buy the 
plastic corks, and drill a small hole 
and put in a few very small split 
shot weights. Try casting your line 
out, and every now and then giv-
ing it a twitch. Spring Crappie will 
be curious about the rattling sound 
and come to check it out.
  Jig fishing can also be effective 
for Spring Crappie, but jigs can be 
a bit harder in the very shallow wa-
ter, unless you are dropping the jig

If you are against 
the boat dock, or on a ledge, there 
is no cover to hide you away from 
the fish. Once the spawn is over 
and the Crappie begin to move off 
shore a bit, jigging can be very ef-
fective.
   Crappie are not a very aggres-
sive fish. The males will be a bit 
more aggressive than the females 
during the spawn, but still nowhere 
near as aggressive as a bass would 
be. So it is very important to fish 
slow. If you cast a jig out, reel back

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. – 
Hunting prospects look promising 
for the 2016 spring turkey season 
in West Virginia, which runs April 
18 through May 14, with a special 
one-day youth season April 16.
  Since the typical gobbler har-
vested is usually a 2-year-old bird, 
the Division of Natural Resources 
routinely uses the brood reports 
from the previous two years to esti-
mate harvest trends. On a statewide 
level, the brood reports from 2014 
were 30 percent higher than 2013 
and mimicked the 5-year average, 
indicating that relative number of 
birds should be higher than last 
year.
  Additionally, the brood reports

Turkey Forecast
from 2015 were 22 percent above 
the year before and 14 percent above 
the 5-year average on a statewide 
basis, indicating that more turkeys 
should be available this spring gob-
bler season than last. Despite this 
improved abundance, surviving 
hens at this time of year are abso-
lutely critical for future population 
growth. Hunters are strongly urged 

to protect their hens. Killing a hen 
in the spring ensures fewer birds 
both in the fall and following year.
    As spring progresses, many hunt-
ers quit hunting for a variety of rea-
sons, including a perception that 
the birds have finished gobbling.

Illegal Swimming

GRAFTON, W.Va. – The West Vir-
ginia Division of Natural Resourc-
es (DNR) announces that swim-
ming from the shoreline of Tygart 
Lake on the Pleasant Creek Wild-
life Management Area (WMA) is 
prohibited by regulations govern-
ing public use of Wildlife Manage-
ment Areas (§58-70-2.11). This 
regulation will be strictly enforced 
beginning immediately, accord-
ing to Curtis I. Taylor, Chief of the 
Wildlife Resources Section and 
Colonel Dave Murphy, Chief of the 
Law Enforcement Section.
 “Illegal swimming and associated 

parking of vehicles has negatively 
impacted the launching and park-
ing of boat trailers using the boat 
ramp on Pleasant Creek WMA,” 
Taylor said. “This illegal swim-
ming has also created serious pub-
lic safety concerns; therefore, strict 
enforcement of the no swimming 
regulation is necessary.”

   The DNR Parks and Recreation 
Section plans to reopen the public 
swimming area at Tygart Lake State 
Park in 2014. This will provide the 
public with safe and convenient 
shoreline swimming opportunities 
on Tygart Lake. In addition, swim-
ming from boats and other water-
craft is permissible now.

Catfi sh Lures And Artifi cial Cat-
fi shing Baits
  Are you ready to get in on the ex-
citing action of catching whisker-
fi sh with some cool fi shing lures 
for catfi sh?
   There are companies that actually 
design and produce fi shing lures 
specifi cally for catfi sh. These aren’t 
the kind that you would necessarily 
cast out and crank in all day long.
  There are various dough baits and 
dip baits to choose from. Many 
come with a treble hook inserted 
through a small sponge. Others 
have bait tubes to resemble worms. 
Usually, these are designed so that 
you can either dip them in a sauce, 
pack them with a smelly dough 
or paste, or all of the above if you 
wish to.

SOUTH CHARLESTON W.Va. - 
The Division of Natural Resources 
(DNR) reminds residents that feed-
ing black bears is a violation of 
state law as well as a misguided 
disservice to our state animal, ac-
cording to Colin Carpenter, black 
bear project leader for the DNR 
Wildlife Resources Section.
  “It is understandable that some 
people will set out food to get a 
closer look at this often secretive 
animal,” Carpenter said. “How-
ever, these actions often lead to 
the destruction of the bear. Bear 
movements are tied to food sourc-
es. Bears that roam in and around 
residential areas in search of food 
are less likely to stay if they do not 
find anything to eat. The key to 
avoiding human-bear conflicts is to 
remove or secure food attractants 
before a bear finds them.
  “This year, we want to get the 
word out about human-bear con-
flicts before bears show up in your 
neighborhood,” Carpenter said. 
“The peak of nuisance bear activ-
ity in West Virginia occurs during 
the month of May. However, bears 
begin leaving their dens in mid-
March, and nuisance complaints 
begin coming in around April 1.”
   Capturing and moving bears 
that have become accustomed to 
humans is a costly and often inef-
fective way of addressing the prob-
lem, especially when faced with 
the possibility of merely moving a 
problem bear from one area to an-
other. That is why wildlife agencies 
around the country tell people that 
a “fed bear is a dead bear.”
  Bear populations have increased 
in both number and distribution in 
the past 20 years.  Bears are now 
found in areas where they have 

been absent for decades, and have 
been reported in all 55 counties. In 
2015, bears were harvested in 48 of 
West Virginia’s 55 counties. There 
is simply nowhere to move bears 
that have become a problem, ac-
cording to Carpenter. 
  Feeding of any wildlife should 
be avoided for numerous reasons, 
including, but not limited to, dis-
ease transmission, increased preda-
tion, habitat destruction around the 
feeding site, ethical concerns, and 
the animal’s overall health.

The shad spawn is kicking in across 
the south, including here at Wheel-
er Lake where the Academy Sports 
+ Outdoors Bassmaster Elite event 
is underway. It’s a pretty cool phe-
nomenon that every bass angler 
should be aware of.
  Bass know when the shad are 
spawning and they gang up on 
them. Savvy anglers who fi nd 
spawning shad locations can really 
log some good catches.
  Shad spawn at night and especial-
ly around full moon periods.
   They will continue spawning ac-
tivity into the low light hours, but 

Capitalize On The Shad Spawn
By Kevin VanDamonce the sun gets up, they move 

off the structure. That’s why it’s 
important for anglers to be on the 
water at fi rst light. It can last a little 
longer on cloudy or windy days, 
but early morning periods are the 
best time to capitalize.
  Shad spawn against objects, 
broadcasting their eggs against the 
cover. If it’s a grass lake, they will 
spawn around the grass. They’ll get 
up against bushes, docks, or even 
anchored boats. Rip rap or rocky 
shorelines can be dynamite. If there 
isn’t much shallow cover, they will 
spawn on clay banks and points.

   There are a few ways to tell where 
it’s happening. For one, the blue 
herons will be perched along those 
areas gobbling up the massive 
schools of bait. Gulls and egrets 
will take advantage of them, too.
    Another big sign is when you see 
shad popping out of the water near

shore.
  There are a number of ways to 
catch bass feeding on spawning 
shad, but the spinnerbait is my fa-
vorite. It’s also a good lure to help 
you fi nd the baitfi sh, as the shad 
will literally follow your double 
willow blades back to the boat. If 
they’re thick, they will bang into 
the bait and even make the blades 
stop turning. I’ve caught bass on a 
spinnerbait that was being followed 
by shad and have both shad and the 
lure in the fi sh’s mouth!
  Bass also will hit topwater pop-
pers, buzzbaits and swimbaits 
worked through shad spawns, but 
if the water is stained, the spinner-
bait should be your fi rst choice.
  Make accurate casts and track 
your lure tight to whatever object 
the shad is using. If it’s the bank, 
get close to the bank and parallel 
it.
  Another thing I do is run my

HydroWave on a shad pattern. 
Newer units also have blue herring 
patterns for those lakes that have 
herring. I like the frenzy or blitz 
pattern that replicates the sound of 
bass busting baitfi sh.
  I’ve noticed that those underwa-
ter sounds coming from the unit 
will get the shad active when they 
aren’t out moving around. I’ve 
seen it many times on Guntersville, 
where the moment I turned on the 
HydroWave around grass beds, the 
shad would get excited and the bass 
turned on. If you can get shad riled 
up during the spawn, the bass will 
get active, too.

  I get a lot of questions about how 
to use the HydroWave. In next 
week’s blog, I delve into the vari-
ous sound patterns and how I use 
them.
  Remember, it’s all in the attitude.

ELKINS, W.Va. – The Ruffed 
Grouse Society (RGS) has pro-
vided a forestry mulching machine 
to assist several agencies with their 
efforts to provide better habitat for 
a number of wildlife species in 
West Virginia. Early successional 
habitat projects have been success-
ful on the Monongahela National 
Forest (MNF) under a collabora-
tive partnership among the West 
Virginia Division of Natural Re-
sources (DNR), the West Virginia 
Division of Forestry (DOF) and the 
U.S. Forest Service (USFS).
 Early successional habitat 
(ESH)refers to areas that have 
well-developed ground cover 
or shrub and young trees, lack a 
closed tree canopy, and are created 
or maintained by intense or recur-
ring disturbances. Disturbances 
and early successional habitats are 
important to maintain the diverse 
plant and wildlife species native to 
deciduous eastern forests. A vari-
ety of wildlife species require ESH 
during all or part of their lifecycle, 
most notably ruffed grouse, Ameri-
can woodcock and many species of 
songbirds.

Forest. To help out, the USFS will 
hire an operator and cover main-
tenance costs, and the DNR will 
buy a heavy-duty truck to pull the 
trailer.
   The group has set an initial goal 
of creating/maintaining 300 acres 
of habitat per year. Much thought 
has gone into project development 
and implementation, and results are 
already being seen on Kumbrabow 
State Forest, where the machine is 
currently working.
   Jack Tribble, district ranger on 
the MNF Greenbrier Ranger Dis-
trict, complimented this effort by 
stating, “It is nice to see that over 
the past five years we have really 
moved forward on a comprehen-
sive and cooperative approach 
to habitat management.

ogist Dr. Linda Ordiway for dem-
onstrating their commitment to the 
wildlife resources of this state.”
  Travis Miller, State Lands Man-
ager for DOF said, “The goals for 
wildlife habitat management and 
forest management are essential-
ly the same. The addition of the 
mulching machine provides us with 
a tool to not only create and main-
tain habitat but also to mechani-
cally enhance our timber resources 
through crop tree release and tim-
ber stand improvement.”
  Dr. Linda Ordiway said, “This 
type of agency commitment and 
cooperation in creating and en-
hancing existing habitat is needed 
for successful management. This is 
a model partnership where the end 
result is providing habitat for sus-
taining the wildlife and floral di-
versity that West Virginia is known 
for.”

Sight Fishing For Bedding Bass

By Alton Jones  One of the reasons I look forward 
to spring so much is that we can ex-
pect good weather. That may sound 
counterintuitive because, normally, 
we associate the best fishing with 
bad weather.
  We often say that bass like a 
windy day, they like a stormy day, 
they like the day before the front 

when it’s raining sideways. But the 
springtime is different. That’s the 
one time in a bass’ life — espe-
cially a big bass — when they want 
warm sun and they want to get out 
of the wind.
   For perspective, I like to use the 
analogy of my wife when she was 
nine months pregnant — all she

wanted to do was lie around in the 
sun. Can you blame her?
  Bass are a lot like that, especially 
in the early spring. For these fish, 
it’s all about comfort and prepara-
tion for their spawn.
  This time of year, bass need plenty 
of warming sunshine to help their 
eggs incubate. They also want com-
fortable habitat during this time be-
cause they’re literally bulging.
  So, how do you choose a good 
spring fishing spot? Well, I have a 
formula that has worked well for

mula that has worked well for me: 
Go to windy side of the lake and 
fi nd a place that’s out of the wind. 
That might be a pocket off a cove, 
or any place with some protection 
from the elements.
   The windy side warms up fastest, 
but once you get to that warmer wa-
ter, you want to fi nd a place where 
it’s calm. The backs of creeks 
usually offer this preferred com-
bination of warm water and calm 
conditions, but keep in mind that 
runoff from recent rains can throw 
a wrench into that premise.
  But you want to stay off the main

lake and concentrate on pockets, 
creeks and coves. Look for places 
where the fi sh can fi nd protection 
no matter what the weather throws 
at them. This is where you’ll fi nd a 
good spawning area.
  This is also where you’ll fi nd 
one of my favorite elements of 

the spring season — sight fi shing. 
I love looking at the fi sh I’m try-
ing to catch. When you can see a 
fi sh and the fi sh can see you, at that 
point, it becomes a battle of wills.
   There’s no question that invest-
ing the time in working a bed fi sh

and then succeeding in getting that 
fish to bite is one of bass fishing’s 
greatest thrills. But you have to un-
derstand that not all bass are catch-
able.
   I like to use what I call the “10 
minute rule” to determine if I can 
catch a particular fish or not. In 
tournament fishing, time manage-
ment is one of the most important 
factors to an angler’s success.
  You can waste your whole day 
fishing for a fish and never catch it; 
whereas you would have been bet-
ter served leaving that fish and go-
ing to find one that’s catchable.
  The way I apply this rule is that 
within 10 minutes of getting set up 
and beginning to fish for that par-
ticular bass, I at least want to see 
that fish acknowledge the presence 
of my lure in the nest.

That might mean they stop and 
take a glance at it; maybe they nose 
down a little bit. But every now 
and then, you find a fish that’s com-
pletely oblivious, and it doesn’t 
care what you do.
  Maybe it’s locked, maybe it’s not, 
but that doesn’t matter as much to 
me. I want that fish to give me a 
sign that it’s aware of my bait’s 
presence and that it’s a little agi-
tated.

If I can see that within 10 minutes, 
I feel like I can catch that fish in a 
reasonable amount of time, so I’ll 
likely stay and fish for that fish. On 
the other hand, if the fish totally ig-
nores my bait for 10 minutes, and I 
can’t see any evidence that the fish 
has acknowledged my bait, I’m go-
ing to move to a different fish.
   It’s easy to see fish in the shal-
lows in the spring, but it’s not al-
ways easy to know which one to 
fish for. The 10 minute rule will 
help you make good time-manage-
ment decisions.
   In closing, here’s a tip for locat-
ing bed fish: When I’m looking for 
fish, I find it’s better to be on high 
speed with the trolling motor than 
it is to be on low speed. If you’re 
going slowly, the fish can hear you 
coming, and they’ll be looking in 
your direction.
    A lot of times, a fish that has 

heard you approach will spook off 
before you get close enough to see 
them. (This is especially true with 
big females.). Sure, you make more 
noise when you’re going fast, but 
you’re going to catch the fish by 
surprise.
   It may sound funny, but one of 
the best ways to find a big fish is to 
see her spook off the bed. Once you 
see one spook off, put your bait in 
that nest before the fish returns and 
back out as far as you can while 
still maintaining visual contact. Rosia Richardson, from Sutton,

4. Trolling Line
  Trolling line is the type of fishing 
line with natural or artificial baited 
hooks and is trailed by a vessel near 
the surface or at a certain depth .It 
has a controlled sink rate and al-
ways has color coded to reveal how 
deep your lure is running.

  Fly line is the type of fishing line 
used for fly fishing.
