Bass Cheating Scandal Out West

A professional angler found to
have stuffed lead sinkers down
the throats of fish he submitted
for weigh-ins during a prestigious
bass-fishing tournament has been
banned for life from that and other
competitions in a scandal that has
rocked the tight-knit and passion-
ate bass-fishing community.

Mike Hart, a successful Southern
California pro whose career earn-
ings total more than $200,000, was
accused of cheating in this manner
during the recent $100,000 U.S.
Open held at sprawling Lake Mead
on the Nevada-Arizona border. An
official with the Western Outdoor
News bass tour said Hart confessed
after he was caught virtually red-
handed.

WON Bass will not pursue crimi-
nal charges against Hart, but the
episode has tournament organizers
around the country speaking out

against cheating and seeking ways
to prevent their events from being
similarly tarnished.

“On the one hand it was a day of
infamy for organized bass fishing
in America,” said Harvey Naslund,
director of the WON circuit. “But
on the other hand it was a major
victory for all who have long cared
for, and taken steps to protect the
integrity of bass-fishing tourna-
ments.”

Catching a cheat is difficult be-
cause tournaments are catch-and-
release, so bass are kept in aerated
wells on the boats and weighed live
at the end of each fishing day, then
released.

However, sometimes bass die after

catch in the throat and hopefully
keep the weights from entering the
belly and being detected if the bass
were cut open.

WON Bass determined that Hart
acted alone, even though he had a
lower-tier “Triple-A” fishing part-
ner aboard his boat during each of
the three days of the U.S. Open.

Naslund explained that the Triple-
A partner fishes from the back of
the boat while the pro stands at the
bow, driving and steering with a
foot-powered trolling motor.

On the third day of fishing,
Naslund said, Hart was said to have
asked his partner -- who had flown
in from South Korea -- to change
places while he rigged some tackle
and checked on the fish in the live-
well.

“The same scenario existed on

Day 1 and Day 2 of the U.S. Open,”
Naslund said.
The South Korean angler, who
would have shared part of whatever
purse Hart had been entitled to after
the third and final day, was given a
refund for his entry fee.

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1st Convictions Under New State Game Law

AURORA, W.Va. — A Preston
County man and a Tucker Coun-
ty juvenile are the first persons
charged and convicted with violat-
ing a wildlife law passed this year
by the West Virginia Legislature.
Division of Natural Resources Po-
lice Officers Sgt. Gary Johnson
and Officer Josh Rhodes charged
Mike A. Chapman, 22, from Auro-
ra, W.Va. and an unnamed Tucker
County juvenile in Preston County
magistrate court in July, 2010. Both
were charged and convicted of
spotlighting, carrying loaded fire-
arm in a vehicle and illegal killing
of wildlife. The deer was killed in
the Aurora area of Preston County
and had antlers in velvet that mea-
sured almost 16 inches at the wid-
est point. Fines, court costs and re-
placement costs totaled $2.414.80.

In addition, the two are required to
perform several hours of commu-
nity service.

The new law, which went into ef-
fect in June, provides that addition-
al replacement costs be collected
from persons who are convicted
of illegally killing wildlife, with
the additional costs being based on
the antler size of an illegally killed
deer. The old law provided for a
$200 replacement cost for all deer
that were illegally killed regard-
less of antler size. Persons who are
convicted of illegally killing a deer
are still assessed the $200 replace-
ment costs. If the deer has antlers
in which the main beams mea-
sured at the widest point equals 14
inches but less than 16 inches, the
replacement is $1,000; 16 inches
and less than 18 inches is $1,500;

18 inches but less than 20 inches is
$2,000; and greater than 20 inches
is $2,500.

“The purpose of the enhanced re-
placement costs is to act as an ad-
ditional deterrent to slow the illegal
killing of deer that are considered
to be trophies and that are a valu-
able natural resource of this state,”
according to DNR Law Enforce-
ment Section Chief David Murphy.
“Many people come to West Vir-
ginia to hunt for trophy whitetails.
They spend a lot of money in our
state, purchasing licenses, eating in
our restaurants, buying food, gaso-
line and other items at stores and
staying in motels, and they have
every right to expect that resource
to be protected from poachers.”

Contolled Deer Hunt

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va.
—Controlled deer hunts are sched-

RUPERT, WV (June 15, 2010)
— MeadWestvaco  Corporation
(MWYV) and the West Virginia
Division of Natural Resources
(WVDNR) announced today the
implementation of voluntary catch-
and-release for native brook trout
on Laurel Creek above Jettsville.
The waters involved are part of
the first phase of MWV Trout Ad-
venture -- a network of natural wa-
tercourses encompassing 146,000
acres of MW V-owned forestland in
Greenbrier, Nicholas and Fayette
Counties.

MWYV and WVDNR have part-
nered to create MWV Trout Adven-
ture which is expected to become
one of the finest trout fisheries in
the Appalachians. With essen-
tial cooperation from the agency,
MWYV biologists and foresters are
actively working to enhance na-
tive brook trout habitat and popu-
lations, water quality and physical
stream conditions within the land-
scape-scale program.

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you know how difficult this can
be. I called for two hours and had
them working with me, but then
they completely shut up. I thought
they had moved on, so I got up
walked 200 yards and there they
were on someone else’s fence line,
exactly where I wanted them to be,
but I couldn’t get them to cross the
fence.

I moved my set up and started
calling them once more, I finally
got them to move, but not to cross
the fence. At noon I went home,
exhausted from all the calling. I
have hunted these birds every year
for the past five years, but this year
I was not letting them win, the sea-
son would have to end first.

Every day rain or shine, hot or
cold, I was in the woods after these
birds. After about the fifth day, I
asked the property owner if I could
move my set up to cross the fence,
he said yes. I would now get them,
and after that I believe the acous-
tics from the calls started bouncing
off the hills behind me.

they would come in behind me with
hens, and three to four gobblers ev-
ery day on top of me.

3 year old bird was anxious to go
out but he doesn’t like getting up
early. He loves to hunt though, so
I got him up and he struggled to
get ready. We went to our hunt-
ing place and for the first time in
12 days these turkeys did not gob-
ble not even once, not even on the
roost. I figured these birds would
live to make a fool out of me an-
other season, and the only person,
at this point that knew these birds
existed was Me.

I have always said, “if you like
to Deer hunt you will either love to

only killing one bird, I told him if a
single bird comes in, it is his. I also
told him if more than one comes in
I take the one on my side and you
take the one on your side.

When we arrived at the hunting
site my three ghost gobblers and
nine hens were there. I thought to
my self, I have been in this situa-
tion before and I knew it would be
hard to call three old mature birds
that I have hunted hard for most all
season off of nine hens. So we ran
and, I mean ran over 1000 yards to
get to the top of this mountain and
set up. Well it ends like this, two
hours later after some of the hard-
est calling I have ever done, (you
must understand why and how to
use calls or your just wasting your
time and educating your turkey)
we picked up a fourth gobbler and
we had to make a quick move to
reset our position.

CWD Update

HAMPSHIRE COUNTY, W.Va. -

With the cooperation of local land-
owners, the West Virginia Division
of Natural Resources (DNR) tested
152 deer collected from within one
to two miles of previously known
locations of Chronic Wasting Dis-
ease (CWD) infected deer. Testing
detected the CWD agent in a total
of 12 white-tailed deer sampled
during the 2010 spring collections
in Hampshire County, according to
the DNR.

The detection of 15 CWD posi-
tive deer during the fall 2009 hunt-
ing season, combined with this
spring’s testing results, has re-
quired the expansion of the CWD
Containment Area to include all
of Hampshire County. Within the
CWD Containment Area, supple-
mental feeding and baiting of deer

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is prohibited and there are transport
restrictions for deer carcasses leav-
ing the county.

The spring CWD monitoring of
deer provides an incidence rate of
infected CWD deer in the area of
established infection and removes
CWD positive deer from the land-
scape. In addition, wildlife biolo-
gists also use the information to
monitor changes in age structure
and reproduction in the deer herd
within the established CWD infect-
ed area.

The first case of CWD in West
Virginia was confirmed on Septem-
ber 2, 2005. Since that time, the
DNR has been fully engaged in ac-
tivities guided by its CWD Incident
Response Plan, which is designed
to accomplish the following objec-
tives:

Determine the distribution and
prevalence of CWD through en-
hanced surveillance efforts.
Communicate and coordinate with
the public and other appropri-
ate agencies on issues relating to
CWD and the steps being taken to
respond to this disease.

Initiate appropriate management
actions necessary to control the
spread of this disease and prevent
further introduction of the disease.
To date, CWD surveillance ef-
forts conducted by the DNR have
resulted in a total of 74 deer being
confirmed positive for CWD in
Hampshire County. Ongoing and
extensive surveillance efforts being
conducted by Wildlife Resources
Section personnel throughout West
Virginia has not detected CWD
outside of Hampshire County.
CWD is a neurological disease
found in deer and elk and belongs
to a family of diseases known as
transmissible spongiform encepha-
lopathies. The disease is currently
accepted as being caused by abnor-

mal, proteinaceous particles called
prions that slowly attack the brain
of infected deer and elk. Animals
progressively become emaciated,
display abnormal behavior and in-
variably die as a result of the dis-
ease. There is no known treatment
for CWD and it is fatal for the in-
fected deer or elk. Itis important to
note that currently, there is no evi-
dence to suggest CWD poses a risk
for humans or domestic animals.
“Landowner and hunter coopera-
tion throughout this entire CWD
response effort in Hampshire
County continues to be excellent,”
noted DNR Director Frank Jezioro.
“As we strive to meet this wildlife

disease challenge and implement
appropriate management strate-
gies, the support and involvement
of landowners and hunters remains
essential. “

GREEN BANK, W.Va. — The
National Radio Astronomy Obser-
vatory (NRAO) in Green Bank,
W.Va., has announced that appli-
cations are now available and are
being accepted for the special resi-
dent- only controlled deer hunt at
the NRAO site. This controlled
hunt is organized and planned in
cooperation with the West Virgin-
ia Division of Natural Resources
(WVDNR).

Submitting an application enters
the hunter in a drawing for a maxi-
mum of two (2) days on the NRAO
site. Applications for the drawing
must be received by NRAO on or
before August 6,2010. Successful
applicants will be notified by mail
and issued a special NRAO letter

of authorization to deer hunt. Only
hunters who have made applica-
tion and have received a letter for
a particular day or days can hunt.
“Walk-ons” will not be permitted
to hunt.

The controlled hunts, held for
two days (October 8 and 9) under
the auspices of the WVDNR, will
take place on four delineated areas
ranging in size from 132 acres to
1,000 acres. Each area is desig-
nated: BOW ONLY; or MUZZLE-
LOADER & SHOTGUN WITH
SLUGS; or MUZZLELOADER
ONLY. Applicants must choose a
bow or which type of firearm they
wish to use during the hunt on the
application.

The maximum bag limit during
the NRAO hunt is two antlerless
deer (one per day), except that an
on-site lottery will be held each day
of the hunt which will allow five
hunters to hunt a deer of either sex.
These are BONUS deer and do not
count toward the hunter’s annual
licensed deer bag limit. However,
participating hunters must possess
appropriate West Virginia hunting
licenses. All deer harvested must
be checked at the official game
checking station located on the
NRADO site.

Due to the nature of the work at
the Observatory, gasoline-powered
vehicles are strictly controlled on
the site. Hunters may park only in

The package is for one night at
North Bend lodge and entry pass-
es for activities or facilities at the
partner parks.

This Order
shall remain in effect until further
notice.

“Approximately 175 acres of the
McClintic WMA will be affected
by this closure,” said Curtis Taylor,
Chief of the DNR’s Wildlife Re-
sources Section. “The remainder
of the 3,655-acre wildlife manage-
ment area will continue to be open
for public use.”

The closed area includes that por-
tion of McClintic WMA South of
Potter Creek Road where the active
storage bunkers are located. These
bunkers were originally built by
the U.S. Army to store munitions
during World War II. In 1949, these
lands were deeded to the State of
West Virginia by the U.S. Army
for the purpose of fish and wildlife
conservation. The DNR now leases
several of these bunkers for storage
purposes to private individuals and
companies.

One of these leased bunkers on
McClintic WMA exploded early
in the morning on May 17, 2010.
Fortunately, no injuries were re-
ported as a result of this explosion.
The incident is still under investi-
gation by the West Virginia State
Fire Marshal and the U.S. Bureau
of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and
Explosives.

According to the West Virginia
State Fire Marshal, the ORDER
OF CLOSURE will remain in ef-
fect until the Fire Marshal or other
court or ruling body enters a future
Order on this matter. For addition-
