spring, there comes the heat of 
summer. And, for many, the crap-
pie seem to pull off a successful 
Houdini and just plain disappear.

In shallow, 
grassy lakes, such as in Florida, 
that is often true. But, in deep res-
ervoirs and rivers, it is NOT! That 
misconception exists because that 
grass and wood cover is where 
99% of us always fish for them.

So, since the only crappie we catch 
comes from cover, we think that is 
where they always must be. 
  The very first thing the angler 
needs to know is that crappie are a 
dedicated schooling fish. He lives 
in a pack of his like relatives and he 
generally stays in open water. 
  The crappie school, like any school 
fish, follows the baitfish schools for 
food. Occasionally, the baitfish will 
go into an area of cover for protec-
tions and/or to feed on the aquatic 
life that clings to the cover. The 
crappie may follow them and dis-
perse within the cover. When that 
happens, and we come along and 
find them, we may catch crappie 
for a short period just as handily as 
during the spawn. 
  But, the open water is the real key 
to summer crappies. 
   Finding open water crappies in the 
summer months can be difficult. A 
depth finder may show something 
below the surface, but it might be 
any type fish, a baitfish mass, tur-
tles, or loose wads of grass. A sonar 
signal can even be returned by a 
pocket of dense, cold water. So, we 

need to let the experience of others 
give us a timesaving head start in 
our search. 
  The depth summer crappies are 
found is usually a function of water 
clarity. In murky, stained waters, 
they seem to prefer depths of 8-15 
feet. In waters with a normal algae 
content and visibility down to 4-

6 feet, crappies appear to like the 
12-20 foot range. In those gin clear 
waters where the Smallmouth bass 
also roams, I have taken them as 
deep as 50 feet. In my own mind, 
I think the crappie’s positioning is 
based on the positioning and move-
ment patterns of their local food

   The location of the crappie school 
in open water seems to vary by 
type water. In water that has some 
defined current flow (reservoir im-
poundments and rivers), crappie 
appear to like the main channel 
areas, or at least where there is a 
slight water movement. Possibly, 
this has to do with the fact that 
moving water has little or no tem-
perature stratification because the 
water is always mixing. 
  In areas away from current flow, 
or a confined lake, they seem to 
like to school in open water ad-
jacent to some cover or structure 
feature. I have seen this happen 
where a weedline bordered on a 
drop-off into deep water, such as 
where a submerged creek channel 
ran in close to a grass flat. I have 
also seen crappie key to the wall of 
a steep bluff bank, or off to the side 
of deep submerged timber. 
  Having a general idea as to depth 
and possible location, I recom-
mend drifting live minnows as the 
quickest and most confident man-
ner of finding open water summer 

crappie. No fish can resist live 
bait, whether hungry or not. And, 

it is easy to ‘saturate’ an area and 
continue to the next page

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eventually find the fish. Jigs can, 
of course, be used, but are not nor-
mally as effective as live bait dur-
ing the warmer months. 
  I use three or four rods and put a 
small #2 wire hook on the line. I, 
then, go above the hook 10 inches 
and add split shot weights. Nor-
mally, I will use enough weight to 
make the baited hook stay gener-
ally directly beneath the rod. I do 
not use a bobber, but rely on watch-
ing the tip of the rod for signs of 
a strike. If there is a wind and the 
boat is rocking, you may need to 
rig a bobber with a bobber stop at 
the desired depth. 
  Once I have the rods set up, I 
bait them by hooking the min-
nows through the rear part of the 
body, near the tip of the tail. They 
will be very active and live longer 
when hooked that way, plus are not 
as likely to get pulled off as when 

hooked through the lips. I drop the 
bait down to the chosen depth and 
start to very slowly move about the 
area, trying to make contact with 
the fish. If I am using a number of 
rods, I will occasionally vary the 
depth of some of them to spread 
my depth search. 
  An interesting quirk about crappie 
is that they tend to school in a hori-
zontal plane; that is, all at generally 
the same depth. Once we confirm 
a depth, that is where most of that 
particular school will be found. 
  When you catch a crappie in this 
manner, it is important to immedi-
ately note where he was in relation 
to any surrounding cover, structure 
or depth. The school could be as-
sociating with a drop-off, a deep 
brush top or the outer edge of the 
weedline. If you are able to add 
that final factor to allow you to pin-
point them directly, the livewell is 

as good as full. 
  Finally, keep this in mind: forget 
all of those old fables about fish not 
biting in hot weather. Fish are cold-
bloodied creatures of Nature. Their 
bodily metabolism rate is highest 
when the water is the warmest. 
That means they use and, therefore, 
need more food during the summer 
than at any other time.

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LEWISBURG, W. Va. – The West 
Virginia Division of Natural Re-
sources (DNR) and Plum Creek to-
day announced they are expanding 
a public-private partnership effort 
to increase the state’s trout popu-
lation and extend its range.  With 
the expansion, the effort will now 
focus on enhancing the quality 
of 51.6 miles of streams on Plum 
Creek land and many more miles 
down-stream. The private timber 
company and state originally began 
the effort in 1999, and it since has 
grown and seen significant results.
  Through the effort, Plum Creek 
performs stream liming, a process 
that usually begins in late March 
and involves adding limestone 
sand to the watershed over several 
months. The limestone sand reduc-
es the acidity of the water caused 
by acid rain. The DNR conducts

regular fish surveys of the streams 
and more through the partner-
ship. Over the past 13 years, Plum 
Creek’s stream-enhancing project 
has resulted in a significant in-
crease of the biomass of fish found 
in the watershed, including trout 
and other non-game species.
 “We are very excited to continue 
and expand the partnership be-
tween Plum Creek and the West 
Virginia DNR,” said Steve Yeager, 
senior resource manager for Plum 
Creek’s West Virginia operations. 
“Our teamwork has produced re-
markably successful results, and 
we hope to breed even more suc-
cess in the future.”
  Plum Creek donates most of the 
limestone sand and maintains the 
many delivery sites needed to 
add the lime each year.

  It’s that time of the year, the time 
when everyone and their brother 
starts talking about the thermo-
cline. And, as you know, most of 
the talk says to stay above it or you 
won’t catch any fish. I say bunk 
to that. It’s just not true. There’s 
plenty of big smallmouth below 
the thermocline and you can catch 
them if you fish correctly.
   There’s no arguing that there’s 
less oxygen below the thermocline, 

but there’s less need for oxygen be-
cause the water’s cold and the fish 
aren’t moving around very much. 
In my opinion the really big ones 
drop down that deep because of the 
safety of deep water and because 

the water’s a lot colder. It’s easier 
on them and that’s what big small-
ies are all about, an easy life.
  I first learned about this from a 
local guide who is also a scuba div-

er. He noticed that in the summer 
when he’d drop down right on the 
thermocline and bang two rocks to-
gether, big smallmouth would come 
swimming up from the depths. He 
did this year after year under all 
sorts of weather conditions and he 
always saw those big bass swim-
ming up towards him. That taught 
me two things.
   First, smallmouth are curious 
creatures. Sometimes a little sound 
or something different — like a lure 
they’ve never seen before — will 
get their attention when nothing 
else will. It’s a weakness they have 
that we should never forget.
   Second, the idea that the fi sh stay 
above the thermocline is untrue. We 
know from his experience that they 
don’t. They often live well below 
it, or at least hang out down there.
  If you want to catch them, you 
have to get down to them. There’s 
several ways to do that but I’ve 
come up with a way that I think is 
the best and you don’t have to do 
that long-lining stuff that every-
body’s talking about.
  I’m not saying long-lining doesn’t 
work. I’m saying it’s a lot of work 
to accomplish something that can 
be accomplished much easier.
   All you have to do is take a heavy 
Hail Mary jig, tie a 3-foot fl uoro-
carbon leader to it and then attach 
a Smithwick Rogue. Drag it along 
the bottom. The bait will wiggle, 

the fi sh will bite it, and you’ll catch 
better than average size smallies.
  Now, I’ll be the fi rst to admit that 
my experiences with this are all on 
Dale Hollow Lake, a deep, clear 
highland reservoir. But I can’t see 
why the same thing isn’t taking 
place all around the country. It’s 
common sense to me. Smallmouth 
are smallmouth no matter where 
you fi sh.
  Even if I’m wrong, though, I’d 
have to fi nd it out the hard way. It’s 
too easy to fi sh shallow and blame 
your lack of success on the moon, 
recreational anglers, the forage or 
something else.

Common Fishing
Mistakes

  I’m often asked what mistakes 
I think most smallmouth anglers 
make. Or, to put it another way, 
what can the average recreational 
smallmouth angler do to improve 
his or her catches. That’s a compli-
cated question that has many an-
swers. Still, there are three things 
I think anglers can do — right now 
— that’ll improve their catches. 
Here goes:
1. Fish deeper
  If there’s one thing that I see rec-
reational anglers do on a consistent 
basis, it’s fi sh too shallow. It’s rare 
for smallmouth bass to be real shal-
low or right up against the bank. 
Targeting laydowns and backwater 
areas might work for largemouth, 
but it’s a poor strategy for small-
mouth. They want deep water.
  Turn your back to the bank, get 
several cast lengths away from it 
and start looking for underwater 
structure. Channel breaks, weed-
lines and deep stump beds will usu-
ally out-produce anything along 
the shore. And even when there are 
a few up tight to the bank there’s 
almost always more away from it.

  I know it’s easier to fi sh shallow. 
Fishing in deep water is a skill you 
only acquire after many painful 
days on the water. But it’s a nec-
essary skill. Without it you’ll have 
many painful days at the dock when 
you return without any fi sh.
2. Pay attention to the forage
  Smallmouth bass are never very 
far away from something to eat. In 
most lakes they tend to hang below 
schools of forage that roam around 
the lake. To fi nd those schools you 
have to know how to use your elec-
tronics. There’s no other way to 
fi nd them.
  Practice is the key. If you want 
to learn to catch smallmouth bass, 
learn to use your electronics fi rst. I 
recommend going out on the lake 
without tackle and spending the 
day just messing around, seeing 
what there is to see.

  Make sure you take your owner’s 
manual with you, and read it. The 
new stuff is wonderful. It’ll show 
you things you never even dreamed 
of being able to see. If you can’t use 
all the features, though, it’s worth-
less.

3. Upsize your lures
  For some reason the writers and 
anglers from years ago made it a 
point to convince everyone that 
you had to throw little baits on 
light tackle to catch brown bass. 
That might be true in streams and 
small rivers, but in lakes it’s pure 
hogwash.
  Smallmouth bass will hit big 
baits. In fact, sometimes that’s the 
only way to catch them. I can’t tell 
you how many two-pound smallies 
I’ve caught on big crankbaits, gau-
dy spinnerbaits and full-size Zara 
Spooks. Go big with confidence.
  There’s something else we need to 
talk about. It’s the fact that where 
you fish makes a big difference. 
Smallmouth bass aren’t largemouth 
bass. They aren’t everywhere. You 
have to choose your streams, rivers 
and lakes carefully if you expect to 
make the best use of your fishing 
time.
  Making that choice isn’t easy. 
Hope this helps your success.

hunters scored above 140 points 
(typical) or 165 points (non-typi-
cal).

LOADER ONLY.  On the applica-
tion, hunters must choose a bow or 
a type of firearm they wish to use 
during the hunt. 
    The maximum bag limit during 
the NRAO hunt is two antlerless 
deer (one per day), except that an 
on-site lottery will be held each 
day of the hunt which will allow 
five hunters to hunt a deer of either 
sex.  These are bonus deer and do 
not count toward the hunters’ an-
nual licensed deer bag limit.  How-
ever, participating hunters must 
possess appropriate base West Vir-
ginia hunting license (A, AH, AHJ, 
X, XJ, Lifetime) or be exempt from 
having to purchase a license.  All 
deer harvested must be checked at 

the official game checking station 
located on the NRAO site.
  Due to the nature of the work at 
the Observatory, gasoline-powered 
vehicles are strictly controlled on 
the site.  Hunters may park only in 
designated parking areas, and all 
vehicles will be issued a “pass” for 
display on the windshield.  Trans-
portation from hunter check-in to 
some hunt areas is provided by the 
NRAO.  For purposes of safety and 
biological study of harvested deer, 
all hunters must pass through the 
check-in station each morning be-
fore the day’s hunt.  At the end of 
the day’s hunt, all hunters must exit 
through the check-out station.

wvdnr.gov, or may be requested by 
sending a self-addressed, stamped 
envelope to the National Radio As-
tronomy Observatory at P. O. Box 2, 
Green Bank, WV 24944, Attention:

The replacement 
fee for a trophy buck of this size 
is $1,000. The case is pending in 
Harrison County Magistrate Court, 
where he may face additional fines 
and court costs.    
  All suspects are innocent until 
proven guilty in a court of law.
