By Jim Wilson  About a dozen elected state offi-
cials and dozens of others gathered 
at the site of the new Elkwater Fork 
Dam in southern Randolph Co. on 
Wednesday, August 22, in order to 
dedicate the facility.
  The impoundment is now full and 
covers 54 acres.  Two native brook 
trout spring fed streams  converge 
and form Elkwater Fork Stream to 
supply this fresh, coldwater lake.  
The depth near the dam is about 
150 feet.
  The dam’s main purpose is to sup-
ply rural water service to custom-
ers in the Upper Tygart Valley Riv-
er Watershed from Elkins to Valley 
Head.  Senator Joe Manchin said, 
“It’s a great time to be a West Vir-
ginian.  When we come together on 
projects like this, we are preparing 
for the next generation.”
  U S  Rep. Shelly Moore Capito 
emphasized, “This dam is not just 
for holding water. It will offer rec-
reational opportunities for families 
and the economy.”  Unfortunate-
ly, these recreational ops are way 
down the road.  Access to the lake 

from the dam site is not a feasible 
option, as no roads go to the lake.  
On the opposite end, accessed from 
Monterville, the road is narrow and 
steep and a challenge even for a 
four-wheel drive vehicle.
  This is not to say that there is no 
interest in providing viable access 
to this pristine body of water.  DNR 
fish biologist, Aaron Yeager, works 
out of the French Creek DNR of-
fice.  “One of my goals is to make 
this lake into a first class fishery,” 
he says. “The coldwater impound-
ment is conducive to holding trout 
and smallmouth bass .”
  Yeager goes on to say that there 
would be no problem stocking the 
lake, even now, but on a cost-effec-
tive basis with the aforementioned 
limited access, “There’s just no 
way we (DNR) could justify it.”
  Yeager says he will work with the 
powers that be in order to complete 
the plans of a fishing pier, better ac-
cess and anything else necessary to 
justify stocking the lake. This will

an electric motor only impound-
ment.
  Once the access problem is solved, 
this will be one of the most scenic 
small lakes in the state.  From any 
360 degree view on the lake there 
will be no sign of civilization what-
soever.  Camping and lodging in 
the immediate area abounds.  Kum-
brabow State Forest is nearby.  The 
9000 plus acre forest offers dozens 
of camping sites and CCC build log 
cabins.  Elk Springs Resort on the 
Elk is just minutes away and offers 
lodging and restaurant facilities.
  Plans also call for a handicapped 
fishing area at the dam site. This 
is a top spillway dam and a pond 
already exists at the bottom which 
could be used for that purpose.

– West Virginia hunters and anglers 
who buy a license in 2012 before 
their 65th  birthday do not have to 
buy the Class XS Senior Lifetime 
Hunting, Trapping and Fishing 
License until January 1, 2013, ac-
cording to Frank Jezioro, Division 
of Natural Resources director. 

Senior Hunting
License Clarification

  “When you purchase an annual 
hunting or fishing license, that li-
cense is good for the entire year, 
regardless of age,” Jezioro said.   
“The new Senior Lifetime License 
law does not require a resident 
hunter, trapper or angler to buy two 
licenses in one year.”
   The one exception is that, if a 
hunter who is at least 65 years of 
age wants to participate in the Spe-
cial Split Youth/Class Q/ Class XS 
deer season, that person would 
need to buy the Class XS Senior 
Lifetime License.  “The Class XS 
License, however, does not qualify 
a senior to participate in other youth 
hunting seasons,” Jezioro said.
  The Senior Lifetime License in-
cludes the Conservation, Bear 
Damage and Trout stamps.  All 
lifetime license holders have to buy 
the additional deer stamps and the 
antlerless deer stamp.

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his new career by fishing local tour-
naments and studying the exploits 
of industry icons like Bill Dance, 
Bobby Murray and FLW Tour pro 
Roland Martin.

How To Hunt Squirrels
   Be aware of local laws involving 
squirrel hunting. One thing to be 
aware of is that squirrel is consid-
ered a game animal, so there are reg-
ulations, bag limits, and seasons. In 
some states, so long as the animal is 
within so many yards of your home 
(50 in the case of South Carolina), 
and you are far enough away from 
a populated area (discharging a fire-
arm in city limits is highly illegal), 
you may kill it. You will just have to 
familiarize yourself with the laws, 
and your local Department of Natu-
ral Resources will be glad to answer 
any questions you may have. It is as 
simple as calling them or checking 
their website.
  Choose your weapon. There are 

several different choices that will 
work. Here are a few options to get 
you started:
Bow and Arrow: Archery is the 
hunting technique that involves the 
most skill. Learning to shoot a bow 
is not an easy task, and mastering it 
takes a very large amount of dedi-
cation and practice. Archery may be 
tough, but it is also one of the best 
ways to hunt squirrel. It is virtually 
silent, even quieter than air guns, so 
you can often hunt an entire family 
of squirrels without them realizing 
it. And the arrows are usually reus-
able unless you break them, and are 
very modular as far as the tips go. 
There are several different types of 
arrows you can use. Straight limb 

is a low power type of bow usu-
ally found homemade or in youth 
archery departments. Recurve is a 
higher power type of bow that is

very accurate but is harder to draw 
and hold back. Compound bows 
are very high powered, easy to hold 
back, and their accuracy can be 
punishing, but are very expensive, 
require a lot of maintenance, and 
are very sensitive to shock dam-
age (they don’t take kindly to being 
manhandled).
Air Rifl e: Air rifl es are inexpensive 
and effective if fi red with good ac-
curacy. They are also very quiet, 
making it the weapon of choice for 
suburban squirrel haters. A simple 
.177 daisy pellet rifl e can be bought 
from Wal-Mart or some gun stores 
for around $50.00, and higher qual-
ity ones can set you back a lot more. 
Either way you go, you should 
experiment to fi nd the the type of 
pellet your gun shoots most accu-
rately since precise pellet place-
ment is more important than minor 
differences in pellet penetration or 
expansion.Pellet rifl es require top 
notch shooting on the part of the 
hunter, because a wounded squirrel 
can usually still climb a tree.
.22 caliber fi rearm: The .22 caliber 
is probably the most commonly 
used cartridge used in squirrel 
hunting. It’s small size prevents 
overkill that destroys a lot of meat. 
Its long range and high accuracy 
gives it the ability to hit squirrels 
from much further away than air 
rifl es, shotguns, and archery. And it 
is typically not used in single shot 
weapons, giving you the ability to 

get that quick follow up shot that 
you always seem to need with air 
guns. However, like any fi rearm 
(or any projectile fl inging appara-
tus for that mater) it is only as good 
as the shooter behind the sights. 
The point of impact is only .22 in. 
Accuracy counts in a very big way, 
but that is part of the challenge that 
draws people to this sport.
Shotgun: If what you desire is a 
larger spread, look no farther than 
the shotgun, although you will 
have to be closer to your quarry 
than the .22 can get you. Even if 
you do only wound the target, it 
will be knocked silly enough that

it is too confused to run up a tree. 
Any gauge of shotgun works, but 
the best size shot is number 7 1⁄2, 
as it is large enough to kill while 
still being small enough to do mini-
mal damage to the meat. The pel-
lets usually only get under the skin 
leaving the muscle meat unharmed, 
but bones are often shattered and 
organs are swollen, resulting in al-
most instant death in most cases, 
which also makes this the most hu-
mane manner of killing. However, 
7 1⁄2 shot is extremely unreliable 
past 40 yards, and virtually harm-
less at 100. The shells are also ex-
pensive, take up a lot of space in 
your gear, and the large recoil may 
limit some smaller built hunters 
in endurance. It is also louder and 
meaner sounding than .22’s and air 
rifles, meaning that you are more 
likely to spook squirrels in the 
area.
3Choose a good time to hunt. 
Hunting will be best when food is 
scarce, such as the early winter, be-
cause more squirrels will congre-
gate in one area.
4Use ground camouflage. Cam-
ouflage clothing is very useful. If 
you can afford or make a ghillie 
suit, even better. But a blind of

some sort is invaluable, even if it 
is just a log you are hiding behind. 
Squirrels that live in the forest are 
extremely shy, and if you can get 
within 15 yards of one, you are do-
ing extremely well. So, to get close 
to the squirrels, you will have to 
set up in an area that you can eas-
ily camoufl age. You will want to be 
able to move to a shooting position 
with as little disturbance to the area 

around you as possible. If you have 
a hunting buddy, you should have 
them stand a few yards out to see if 
they can spot you lying in wait, as 
well as moving to a shooting posi-
tion.
5Set a trap for the squirrel. The fol-
lowing steps show a humane way 
to relocate the squirrel.
Gather together a good-sized box, 
some nuts, a stick, and a long 
string. Tie the string around the 
middle of the stick. You may want 
to camoufl age the outside of the 
box by gluing on dried leaves, dirt, 
and twigs.
Place the nuts on the ground with 
the box over it, facing down. Prop 
up the box with the stick and wait 
behind a blind, holding the end of 
the string.
Once the squirrel enters the trap, 
pull on the string, making the box 
fall over the squirrel. Slide a piece 
of cardboard underneath it to move 
the squirrel.
6Be patient. Take your time wait-
ing for the squirrels and setting 
up the shot, especially if you are 
a new hunter. Moving too quickly 
may make more noise and shooting 
too quickly may cause you to miss 
your shot. Missed shots, as well 
as any noise you make, can scare 
the squirrel away. After a shot, you 
may have to wait as long as half an 
hour before a squirrel comes out of 
hiding.
   Good luck this season.

light surveys throughout 41 coun-
ties of the state to evaluate deer 
population densities.
  “Monitoring deer population lev-
els is an important component of the 
2011-2015 West Virginia White-
tailed Deer Operational Plan” said 
Gary Foster, supervisor of WVD-
NR game management. “We will 
be using a method called ‘spotlight 
distance sampling.’ It has been used 
by numerous state fish and wildlife 
agencies throughout the country 
to help determine deer population 
densities and recruitment.” 
  Surveys will involve sighting deer 
along randomly selected roads by 
searching adjacent fields and woods 
with spotlights.  Surveys will not 
involve the collection of live or 
dead animals and will not involve 
personnel entering onto private 

property.  Spotlight surveys will be 
completed by mid-September.

“Bass start 
moving shallower and shallower, 
and they disperse.
  “It’s a crazy situation: Where 
you find them in the morning, they 
won’t be in the afternoon.”
  Burks said these challenges were 
highlighted during a September 
tournament some years back on 
Texas’ Lake Amistad.
  “I weighed in 27 pounds the first 
day, and I caught them in the first 
two hours,” he said. “On the sec-

went from fi rst place to 16th. The 
third day I weighed 17 pounds, and 
fi nished 10th.”
  The problem is that baitfi sh haven’t 
committed to any one location.
  “It’s all about the bait,” Burks 
said. “They’re moving around, and 
the bass move with them.”
  The solution to this unpredictabil-
ity is throwing out the rule book.
  “Basically, don’t stop practicing,” 
Burks said. “You can fi nd them, and 
two hours later they can be gone.
  “Pattern fi shing is almost out the 
window.”
  A key to making the most of op-
portunities is being prepared to 
make quick lure changes.
  “I keep 20 rods on my deck,” 
Burks explained. “I’m going to 
have a variety of lures ready to 
go that will cover the whole water 
column, from topwaters to bottom 
structure-fi shing baits.
  “I might have four different crank-
baits tied on, but I’m still prepared 
to change to other baits because I 
know the reputation of fi sh in Sep-
tember.”
  Often anglers can take advantage 
of schools feeding on the surface, 
but Burks said electronics become 
a huge part of his strategy.
  “The shad are still balled up, and 

without a doubt that’s the main 
search,” he said. “Whether you’re 
on a fl at or a ledge or a brushpile, 
you want to fi nd the shad.”
  Burks said the transient nature of 
baitfi sh and bass demands a will-
ingness to make regular moves.
  “It’s run and gun,” he said. “You 
have to keep an open mind and be 
willing to move when the fi sh dis-
appear.”
  However, Burks said moving 
doesn’t mean running long dis-
tances. Instead, he covers all water 
depths within a given area to make 
sure he hasn’t overlooked nearby 
pods of bass.
“If I’m fi shing a creek, I’m zigzag-
ging in and out,” he said. “I’m start-
ing deep, and then I might move to 
15 feet of water. Then I move up to 
shallow water.”
  Wind also is an important factor 

because it allows anglers to focus 
their search.
  “If you get a fairly windy day, 
those baitfi sh are subject to getting 
hung up on a bank or a ledge or on 
the edge of grass on the windy side 
of the lake,” Burks said.

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. – 
West Virginia’s statewide squirrel 
season opens on September 8, 2012, 
and runs through January 31, 2013, 
according to Curtis l. Taylor, Chief 
of the Wildlife Resources Section 
of the West Virginia Division of 
Natural Resources (DNR). This is 
the second year in a row that the 
season opens in early September, 
providing hunters with more time 
to pursue the state’s most popular 
small game species. 
  “Mild weather conditions in Sep-
tember and longer days offer a 
great opportunity to take a young-
ster hunting,” said Taylor. 
  Poor hard mast crops in 2011 re-
duced squirrel production this year, 
so hunters will find fewer during 
the fall hunting season.  Mast con-
ditions during the previous year 
influence the survival and produc-
tivity of current year squirrel popu-
lations. 
  “Despite last year’s poor mast 
conditions, squirrel hunters should 
not get discouraged because the 
state’s squirrel population remains 
strong,” said Taylor.

Opens Early

   The early Canada goose season 
will end September 15.  Shoot-
ing hours are one-half hour before 
sunrise until sunset.  All other gen-
eral waterfowl hunting regulations 
apply to the September season.

Hunters must possess a federal wa-
terfowl stamp and a free Migratory 
Bird Harvest Information Program 
(HIP) registration card in addition 
to their regular hunting license.  
The HIP card is available free from 
DNR offices and all hunting license 
agents.
  “Every county in the state has the 
potential to provide a goose hunt or 
two, but the better hunting oppor-
tunities will be found in areas with 
an abundance of open land,” said 
Taylor. 
  Recently harvested crop fields or 
mowed hayfields in the vicinity of 
a lake or river are obvious choices, 
but less typical habitats should not 
be overlooked by hunters. 
  “Just about any place that has a 
little water and some open ground, 
such as a small pond on a reclaimed 
strip mine, can harbor a flock of 
geese,” Taylor said.  “These out-
of-the way places become more 
important later in the season after 
the obvious places get some hunt-
ing pressure.”
  Most goose hunting is found on 
private lands; therefore, it is impor-
tant for hunters to maintain good 
relationships with landowners.  
Several wildlife management areas 
also offer goose hunting opportu-
nities, and hunters should contact 
their appropriate DNR district of-
fice for additional information.
   Waterfowl hunters are reminded 
of two important toll free numbers.  
Federal waterfowl stamps may be 
purchased with a credit card by 

calling 1-800-782-6724.  In addi-
tion, hunters who harvest a banded 
bird may call 1-800-327-2263 to 
report the bird and find out when 
and where it was banded.  Banded 
birds also may be reported online 
at www.reportband.gov.

hery, muzzleloader shooting, .22 
caliber shooting, skeet (shotgun) 
shooting, fly casting, and many 
other activities.

Squirrel Dog Hunt
   Most youngsters who grew up in 
the rural Ozarks learned to hunt by 
searching the branches of an oak-
hickory woodlot or creek bottom 
for squirrels. Bushytails are effi-
cient teachers.
   And when the leaves are only 
hinting of the upcoming fall sea-
son, squirrels have little trouble 
finding a place to hide.
   Squirrel hunting in the early fall 
is a challenge, but it is made easier 
when squirrels begin to work the 
hickories. On a crisp, still morning 
in the Ozarks you can hear the grat-
ing of teeth on hickory nuts and the 
sound of small bits of hickory hulls 
falling to the forest floor.
   As the weather cools a bit more 
squirrels stay out later in the morn-
ing and come out earlier in the af-
ternoon.
  When it’s hot, their activity is 
lessened. But find a supply of 
hickory nuts this time of year and 

you’ll usually find squirrels. Bits 
and pieces of gnawed hickory nuts 
beneath the tree give away their 
presence.
  There are four methods of squir-
rel hunting that work all over the 
Ozarks.

The first one of course is “still 
hunting.” When I was a young-
ster I’d take my old Iver Johnson 
shotgun down to the Tweed bot-
toms just off the Big Piney River 
and walk an old logging trail where 
gray squirrels were abundant. Oc-
casionally I’d spot one by moving 
slowly along, but when I’d reach a 
certain spot on a rocky hillside, I’d 
find a comfortable boulder and sit 
still enough to be taken for a part 
of the rock.
  I learned if you stayed put, mark-
ing your downed quarry, that in 
10 or 15 minutes things would re-
turn to normal again and squirrels 
would begin to scurry about. A still 
hunter could sometimes take three 
our four squirrels in less than an 
hour from one spot.
  And there was always much more 
to see, as other wildlife passed 
through and birds flitted through 
the nearby branches. When things 
were slow, I laid back on the big 
flat rock and went to sleep, dream-
ing of hunting moose and bear in 
Canada someday. Still hunting had 
many rewards.

Then I learned that two hunters 
could effectively find squirrels if 
one hunter became the eyes and 
the other became the feet. Hunter 
number one moves slowly along, 
watching the branches as best he 
can, but traveling at a quiet snails 
pace.
  Usually he won’t see squirrels that 
have already heard him. When he’s 
well down the trail, he stops and 
waits and hunter number two ad-
vances in the same manner moving 
on past his partner to take a new 
position. Squirrels react to a mov-
ing hunter by moving themselves, 
well-concealed by a tree trunk or 
branch.
  And while they are concentrating 
on the moving hunter they expose 
themselves to the hunter who is 
still, and watching.
  When two hunters hunt together, 
it is the best way to find squirrels in 
early fall, a perfect method for a fa-
ther teaching a youngster to hunt.
  A third method of squirrel hunting 
involves a real rarity -- a squirrel 
dog. Squirrel dogs are trained or 
developed, they are just born, small 

terriers and feists that have no ped-
igrees but learn quickly to pick up 
the trail of a squirrel on the ground 
and tree him. The best squirrel dogs 
have to stay close to the hunters or

buck with a bow and arrow during 
the archery season, which began 
Oct. 1. When confronted with the 
evidence of the bullet, the youth al-
legedly admitted to have been par-
ticipating in Youth Hunting Day, 
Oct. 29, when he took the buck 
with his 30/30 rifle from a tree 
stand. Only antlerless deer may 
be taken legally with a rifle during 
Youth Hunting Day. He also alleg-
edly admitted to checking the deer 
in as a bow kill before taking it to 

the taxidermist for mounting.
   The juvenile was cited for the 
following violations: killing deer 
during closed season, illegal pos-
session of wildlife, and improper 
checking of game.  Examination of 
the deer head/neck determined it to 
be a 10-point with an antler spread 

of 15 inches. The replacement 
fee for a trophy buck of this size 
is $1,000. The case is pending in 
Harrison County Magistrate Court, 
where he may face additional fines 
and court costs.    
  All suspects are innocent until 
proven guilty in a court of law.

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they are less efficient.
  I’ve known some that were prone 
to leave the country on the trail of 
something.
  Some squirrel dogs hunt by sight, 
actually looking for squirrels as well 
as scenting them. If things work as 
planned a squirrel dog may tree a 
number of squirrels in a morning or 
evening hunt. Unfortunately, many 
of those squirrels will find refuge 
in a hole or hollow tree.
  A hunter who hunts squirrels with 
a shotgun has to try for good clean 
head shots in order to reduce the 
chance of damaging the meat with 
too many shot pellets in the body. 
Almost all hunters use No. 6 or No. 
4 Shot.
  The latter will give you cleaner 
kills with less shot in the body. 
Medium-powered shells are best. 
Don’t use extremely light loads or 
you’ll cripple and lose too many 
squirrels.
  I like to hunt squirrels with a .22 
rifle, but only in areas where I know 
there aren’t any farms or livestock 
nearby. 
  The gun made just for squirrel 
hunter is the combination .22/.410 
or .22/20 gauge. With such a fire-
arm, sitting squirrels can be taken 
with a .22, and head shots insure 
undamaged meat for the skillet. 
But the shotgun barrel is always 
there when needed.
   Good luck and happy hunting.
