 SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– Preliminary counts of game 
checking tags indicate West Vir-
ginia hunters harvested a total of 
132,323 white-tailed deer during 
the recently completed bucks-only, 
antlerless, muzzleloader, archery 
and youth/Class Q deer seasons, 
according to Division of Natural 
Resources Director Frank Jezioro.  
This year’s total harvest was 24 
percent above the 2010 deer har-
vest of 106,499. A total of 60,516 
bucks, 38,381 antlerless season 
deer, 26,136 bow-killed deer and 
7,290 muzzleloader season deer 
were taken during the 2011 sea-
sons.  The top ten counties for total 
deer harvest are: Preston (5,712), 
Mason (5,181), Jackson (4,782), 
Wood (4,173), Upshur (3,883), 
Lewis (3,815), Monongalia (3,785), 

Randolph (3,783), Braxton (3,701) 
and Roane (3,607).
Antlerless Deer Season
  The 2011 antlerless deer season, 
which includes the youth/Class Q 
deer seasons, was 11 percent above 
2010 and 16 percent below the 
five-year average of 45,656.  “It is 
important to note that the antler-
less harvest is the key component 
to any deer management strategy, 
as it controls the future deer popu-
lation,” said Jezioro.  The top 10 
counties are: Mason (2,125), Pres-
ton (1,958), Jackson (1,776), Wood 
(1,513), Lewis (1,501), Braxton 
(1,371), Upshur (1,321), Harrison 
(1,317), Monongalia (1,253) and 
Ritchie (1,176).

  Ruffed Grouse are the king of all 
game birds, and sometimes (I mean 
most of the time) the most chal-
lenging. So here are a few tips and 
techniques that I use and that work 
well for me.
  In order to hunt grouse, you need 
a place that holds birds. Ruffed 
Grouse like moist, dark places with 
little ground cover (like grass), but 
low overhead cover. I hunt areas 
here in the Pacific Northwest that 
are mixed timber and brush along 
creek bottoms. Grouse need food, 
and mostly live on buds and ber-
ries, but also feed on bugs and clo-
ver. Food sources differ from area 
to area, but grouse typically eat the 
same things everywhere. What I’ve 
seen where I hunt is that grouse 
change their diet as the seasons

change.
  The wooded area I hunt is dry, 
so the presence of water makes a 

big difference. I like creek bottoms 
with mixed old growth and re-prod,

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and a road close by for grit.
  Early in the season, you will find 
the birds in family groups or cov-
eys. As season and winter prog-
ress, the groups break up and you 
will find birds mostly in singles

and pairs. Early season birds hold 
pretty tightly here where I hunt, but 
I’ve been told it isn’t like that ev-
erywhere.
  Ruffed grouse have a daily rou-
tine, so you can pattern them. They 
normally get up late and fly into a 
feeding area or along a road to pick 
gravel. Then it’s off to loafing and 
dusting the afternoon away. In the 
evening, they will go back to feed-
ing, and usually roost around the 
same area.
  Before season, I drive roads look-
ing for new spots an checking old 
ones. Early in the morning or late 
in the evening, you can find grouse 
in the roads picking gravel. I mark 
these spots and come back during 
season to hunt the areas around 
them. Even if I hunt an area but

don’t find birds, I’ll come back a 
different time to check again if ev-
erything the grouse need is there.
  When hunting grouse, I use a dog 
that has a really good nose and 
hunts from close to medium range.

Fall Turkey Harvest
 SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– Preliminary figures for the 2011 
fall turkey hunting season show a 
harvest of 1,172 turkeys, according 
to Paul Johansen, assistant chief in 
charge of game management for 
the Wildlife Resources Section of 
the West Virginia Division of Nat-
ural Resources. The 2011 harvest 
was four percent higher than the 
1,126 birds checked in during the 
2010 fall season. 
 “Fall wild turkey harvests are 
highly influenced by annual repro-
duction and hard mast conditions,” 
stated Johansen.  “The reduced 
acorn crop of 2011 had birds more 
concentrated around specific food 
sources and easier to harvest than 
in 2010.  Although there were six 
fewer counties open to fall hunting 

in 2011, the harvest was slightly 
above the 2010 tally. Biologists had 
predicted that the harvest would be 
similar to higher because of the 
mast conditions and brood produc-
tion and these predictions held true 
in 2011.”     
  Top counties for 2011 were Ran-
dolph (142), Greenbrier (91), 
Preston (76), Pocahontas (68) and 
Monroe (63).

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– Two state agencies and an auto 
insurance company are collabo-
rating to study deer/vehicle colli-
sions in West Virginia and come 
up with ways to best reduce their 
occurrence. The long-term goal of 
the project is to identify the most 
effective mitigation technique at 
the lowest cost, according to Divi-
sion of Natural Resources (DNR) 
Director Frank Jezioro and De-
partment of Transportation (DOT) 
Secretary Paul Mattox.
   Following a legislative audit in 
2011, Director Jezioro contacted 
Secretary Mattox and suggested 
that their agencies work together to 
identify the most effective methods 
for possibly reducing deer-vehicle 
collisions in West Virginia. The 
State Farm Mutual Auto Insurance 
Company, the nation’s largest auto 
insurer, has provided a major fund-
ing source for the study. 
  The DOT and the DNR are pre-
paring to release a Request for Pro-
posals to hire an independent con-
tractor to begin the initial phase. 

The fi rst phase will include review 
of mitigation techniques that have 

been used throughout the country

analysis of these techniques and 
evaluate their potential for use in 
West Virginia.
   This effort will also evaluate deer/
vehicle collision data already col-
lected by the DOT, DNR and other 
agencies with a goal of identifying 
“hot spots” for these incidents in 
the state. These “hot spots” would 
serve as potential locations where 
appropriate mitigation techniques 
could be applied and tested during 
the second phase of the study to 
reduce deer/vehicle collisions and 
provide the largest benefi t to West 
Virginians.
  “I am especially pleased to note 
that State Farm Insurance is con-
tributing $50,000 in support of 
this project,” said Director Jezioro.  
“Both the DNR and the DOT are ex-
cited to partner with State Farm on 
this effort designed to explore op-
tions for reducing deer/vehicle col-
lisions in West Virginia.

 Deer-vehicle collisions in West 
Virginia have been stabilized or 
reduced in many areas of the state 
during the past decade; however, 
the agencies hope to further reduce 
the number of incidents.

  During most of the year, a simple 
rule infl uences bass fi shing: Find 
the bait, and you’ll fi nd the fi sh. 
Winter throws a knot in that line 
by making it much tougher to lo-
cate the chow. Without a defi nitive 
game plan, cold days can turn into 
a whole lot of looking with not a 
whole lot of fi shing.
  “It gets a lot harder to follow the 
bait in the wintertime,” says Ala-
bama pro Gerald Swindle. “This 
is the hardest time of year to fol-
low the schools.” Granted, bait-
fi sh numbers expand greatly once 
warm weather returns, but there’s 
still plenty of fi nned forage to be 
found in the year’s fi rst quarter.
  For Swindle, it’s all about dialing 
in the spots where baitfi sh will feel 
most comfortable. In reservoirs, 
his prime winter targets are the bot-
toms of creek channels. Anywhere 

he fi nds a creek dumping into the 
main channel, Swindle expects 
to fi nd bait gathered at the lowest 
point of that drop.

Kevin Smith went to Virginia for 
this big 7 point.

  On warm days, baitfi sh may move 
up to the shallow channel edges, 
but the rest of the time, they’re 
hanging low. Oneae jigging spoon 
(silver for sunny days, white for 
cloudy) fi shed on 12-pound Vicious 
fl uorocarbon. More often, though,

he’ll stick a green pumpkin Zoom 
fi nesse worm on a 1/4-ounce shaky 
head and fi sh it on 8-pound fl uoro. 
“I’ll just drop it right down in them 
and just use my boat to move it,” 
Swindle says. “I just barely shake 
the rod tip, and I’ll turn my troll-
ing motor on low and move around 
looking for fi sh and dragging that 
shaky head under the boat.
  “Remember, at this time of year, 
less is more. The smaller the bait 
and the less you work that bait, the 
more fi sh you’re going to catch.” In 
lakes with no defi ned river channel, 
Swindle expects to fi nd the baitfi sh 
in the bottoms of deep rocky pock-
ets. Typically, the forage will estab-
lish a comfortable depth range that 
will remain consistent through most 
of the lake. During sunny periods, 
the bait will adjust their depth by 
moving toward or away from the

shore, rather than higher or lower 
in the water column. “You can take 
your depthfi nder and pattern those 
fi sh,” Swindle says. “If you fi nd 
them in 30 feet in one pocket, when 
you go to the next pocket, you can 
bet they’ll be in 30 feet. If you get 
a warm, pretty day, just follow the 
shad farther into the pocket.”
  In this scenario, Swindle drops 
down to a 1/4-ounce spoon. In ex-
ceptionally clear water, he’ll fi t his 
spoon with a white or chartreuse 
bucktail for a more enticing pack-
age. For the shaky head approach, 
he replaces the fi nesse worm with 
a Zoom Critter Craw in green 
pumpkin or pumpkinseed. “A lot 
of times, I’m around a big school 

of bait, and the bass bite that craw 
as good as they’ll bite anything,” 
Swindle says.
  Speaking of crawfi sh, the real 
mudbugs create an alternative to 
hunting winter bait schools. As

Swindle notes, sometimes the best 
bait you can find is the bait you 
can’t see. “When everyone else 
is looking for bait on their depth-
finder, if you get any sun on those 
clay banks, those crawfish will start 
poking their heads out,” he said.
  Swindle takes advantage of this 
situation by flipping a 3/8-ounce 

Cory Wratchford, from Raven-
swood, shot a 5 point. 

Arkie Jig with a green pumpkin 
Zoom twin tail. When the water 
drops below 50, he’ll go with a 
Critter Craw trailer, as this bait’s 
minimal action makes a better fit in 
the chilly stuff. If bass spit up their 
recent crustacean meals, Swindle 
notes the color and size for clues 
on trailer selection and jig modi-
fication. “If they spit up smaller 
crawfish, you can keep your skirt 
trimmed a little tighter. But if you 
catch a big 4-pounder, don’t be 

afraid to put a big trailer on that 
jig.
  “Just pay attention to what they’re 
spitting up, and that will teach you 
how to trim that jig.” Even when 
the bait and bass cooperate, winter 
fishing is still winter fishing, and 
contending with the elements can 
become the day’s toughest chal-
lenge.

Comfort is one thing, but then 
there’s the fundamental principle 
of performance. Swindle’s in no 
hurry to sacrifice either. “The big-
gest thing you fight in the winter-
time is staying warm,” he says.

65 before January 1, 2012 or those 
who already have a lifetime license.  
In addition, it will not change the 
existing privileges of our senior 
landowners.”
  Purchase of the Senior Lifetime 
License will allow seniors to hunt 
for small game, turkey and bear, 
and for deer during the archery, 
youth, buck-gun and muzzleloader 
seasons. License holders will also 
be able to fish for both trout and 
warmwater fish, as well as trap 
furbearing animals. Seniors, other 
than landowners hunting on their 
own land, will still have to buy the 
required stamps to hunt during the 
antlerless deer seasons or to harvest 
additional deer.
 “In approving the legislation, 
the legislature added the opportu-
nity for Class XS license holders 
to hunt during the annual Special 
Split Youth and Class Q seasons,” 
Jezioro said. “Seniors who turn 65 
before January 1, 2012, who wish 
to hunt during those seasons start-
ing in 2012, would be able to buy 
the Senior Lifetime License.” 
  Jezioro emphasizes that the Class 
XS License can be bought no soon-

er than 90 days before an individ-
ual’s 65th birthday and that the li-
cense is not valid until their actual 
birth date.   
  The West Virginia Legislature es-
tablished the new lifetime license 
to permit the DNR to capture tax 
money which West Virginia seniors 
were already spending on hunt-
ing and fishing equipment. Jezi-
oro explained, “Hunters pay a tax 
on hunting and fishing equipment 
which is given back to the states 
based partially on the number of 
licensed hunters and anglers. In the 
past, when our seniors became 65 
and no longer had to buy a license, 
we could no longer count them as 
a license buyer.  As a result, that 
reduced our apportionment of the 
taxes that they were spending on 
new equipment and ammunition.  

  “We estimate that the license fee 
itself will bring in approximately 
$150,000 in 2012 and should in-
crease in future years. In addition, 
we believe we will capture about 
$31,500 of funds from the federal 
government that our hunters and 
anglers already spend on sporting 
equipment and ammunition, an 
amount that will also increase in 
the future.”
  By law, the money the DNR re-
ceives must be spent only for fish 
and wildlife management efforts.  
Jezioro said, “We plan to spend 
the additional money for additional 
access for the mobility-impaired 
hunter, improvements to and op-
eration of the state’s fish stocking 
program, and construction of ad-
ditional shooting ranges.  These 
programs will benefit our senior 

sportsmen.”

Fall Wild Turkey
Harvest

SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– Preliminary figures for the 2011 
fall turkey hunting season show a 
harvest of 1,172 turkeys, according 
to Paul Johansen, assistant chief in 
charge of game management for 
the Wildlife Resources Section of 
the West Virginia Division of Nat-
ural Resources. The 2011 harvest 
was four percent higher than the 
1,126 birds checked in during the 
2010 fall season. 
 “Fall wild turkey harvests are 
highly influenced by annual repro-
duction and hard mast conditions,” 
stated Johansen.  “The reduced 
acorn crop of 2011 had birds more 
concentrated around specific food 
sources and easier to harvest than 

in 2010.  Although there were six 
fewer counties open to fall hunting 
in 2011, the harvest was slightly 
above the 2010 tally. Biologists had 
predicted that the harvest would be 
similar to higher because of the 
mast conditions and brood produc-
tion and these predictions held true 
in 2011.”     
   Top counties for 2011 were 
Randolph (142), Greenbrier (91), 
Preston (76), Pocahontas (68) and 
Monroe (63).

 SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– West Virginia hunters harvested 
2,007 black bears during the com-
bined 2011 archery and firearms 
seasons, according to Paul Johan-
sen, assistant chief in charge of 
game management for the West 
Virginia Division of Natural Re-
sources. The preliminary harvest 
data for the combined 2011 seasons 
was 16 percent lower than the re-
cord harvest of 2,392 established in 
2010. The 2011 black bear harvest 
is the third highest in West Virginia 
history. 
  “As predicted in the 2011 Mast 
Survey and Hunting Outlook bro-

chure, mast conditions had a tre-
mendous influence on the distribu-
tion of this year’s bear harvest,” 
said Johansen. “Lower mast avail-
ability in 2011 allowed archers to 
pattern bears more effectively and 
led to an increased archery harvest.  
However, a shortage of fall foods 
drives bears to den earlier, which 
leads to a lower firearms harvest in 

the traditional December season. 
The firearm harvest for bears re-
mained steady compared to previ-
ous years because of the early fire-
arms seasons. These early seasons
