SOUTH CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
– Preliminary data collected from 
game checking stations across the 
state indicate deer hunters in West 
Virginia harvested 59,835 bucks 
during the two-week buck firearms 
season, which ran from November 
21 through December 3, according 
to Frank Jezioro, Director of the 
West Virginia Division of Natural 
Resources (DNR).  The 2011 buck 
harvest was 38 percent more than 
the 2010 harvest of 43,461.  The 
top 10 counties for buck harvest 
were as follows:  Preston (2,162), 
Randolph (2,039), Jackson (1,960), 
Mason (1,931), Greenbrier (1,803), 
Roane (1,743), Wood (1,703), 
Hampshire (1,661), Upshur (1,596) 
and Hardy (1,574).
   This year’s buck harvest is signif-
icantly higher than last year, with 

increases occurring across all DNR 
districts. The largest percentage 
increases occurred in the western 
and southern counties. This year’s 
preliminary buck harvest remains 
3 percent below the previous five-
year average of 61,428.
 Wildlife biologists and wildlife 
managers collected age-specific 
biological information at checking 
stations in 12 counties this year. 
Preliminary analysis indicates 
antler development was good and 
many hunters harvested older-aged

bucks.  Other contributing factors 
such as the exceptional acorn crop 
in the fall of 2010 and deer densities 
more in balance with the habitat in 
many areas combined to make this 
year’s deer season successful for 
many hunters.
 “White-tailed deer are a product 
of the environment,” Jezioro said.  
“Too many deer on a given tract 
of land will result in loss of body 
weight, reduction in antler devel-
opment, decrease in reproduction 
and sometimes death due to starva-
tion during winter months.  Hunt-
ers and landowners must continu-

ally assess their expectations of the 
proper number of deer sightings 
versus the visible impacts deer 
have on vegetation. We need help 
managing the state’s deer herd by 
participating and encouraging ant-
lerless deer harvests where needed 
to benefit not only the deer herd, 
but all wildlife dependent on our 
state’s woodland habitat.”
   Wildlife Biologists will analyze

FAIRMONT, W.Va. – At least 13 
deer were shot, killed and left ly-
ing on the ground in the Fairmont 
area during the month prior to the 
start of the deer fi rearms seasons 
this week, and the Law Enforce-
ment Section of the West Virginia 
Division of Natural Resources is 
requesting help from the public 
to solve this case. The deer were 
found in the Apple Valley / Booths-
ville area, according to Capt. Wil-
liam Persinger of the WVDNR 
District 1 Offi ce in Farmington.
  Six deer were shot and killed with-
in 25 yards of a residence in Apple 
Valley. Another seven deer were 
shot and killed on two additional 
properties near the same area, near 
several residences that were within 
100 yards of each other.
  “It has all the indications of be-
ing a copycat thrill killing case 
similar to others we’ve seen around 
the country,” Capt. Persinger said. 
“Some of the deer had small parts 
removed as if the shooters wanted 
to keep them as trophies, just like 
the traits we have seen with some 
serial killers.”
  WVDNR Law Enforcement has 
been investigating and is asking for 
assistance from the public. Anyone 
who has information that will lead 
to the arrest and conviction of those 
involved in this crime is asked to 

contact Natural Resources Police 
Offi cers James Crawley, Randall 
Kocsis or Capt. William Persinger 
at the WVDNR District 1 Offi ce 
headquarters in Farmington at 304-
825-6787.
  “Poaching is not just a violation 
of the law; it also deprives honest 
sportsmen of the opportunity to 
legally harvest game,” Capt. Pers-
inger said.

  Hunting for rabbits can be fun 
and exciting for people of all age 
groups. If you have never hunted 
for rabbits before, a few essential 
tips could make your trip worth 
while and productive. Knowing 
when they are most active and 
where they can be found is a great 
place to start. Usually rabbits like 
to come out in early morning, late 
evening hours, and they are mostly 
active at night. They will feed on 
mostly wild edible plants and ber-
ries; when surviving in the wilder-
ness. Rabbits nibble on rye grass 
and also love to eat dried cracked or 
dried whole corn. Even fresh corn 
on the cob will work if you choose 
to bait them up. You can buy dried 
corn in a sack at any feed store. If 
you are baiting them up, they will 
remember where their food is and 
will return in routine everyday. The

best place to fi nd rabbits is along 
tree lines, thickets and brushes. 
They also enjoy coming out after a 
rainstorm and dislike windy days. 
  The best time to sneak up on a 
rabbit is when their head is down 
eating. They have trouble seeing 
straight in front of themselves. 
They will always lift their head and 
turn it, if they see or hear you. If 
you should startle a rabbit don’t 
worry. They won’t run far. They 
will continue to stay close to their 
food source. Most of the time, they 
will just run until they are behind 
some kind of covering and will re-
turn when they feel that their envi-
rionment has become safe again.
  Don’t forget to make sure that you 
are carrying the right gun with the 
proper ammunition made for small 
game. A lot of hunters will will see 
rabbits and forget that their gun is 
loaded with buckshot. That would 
be a disaster if the rabbit was killed 
with buckshot. The meat will be 
ruined if you still had a rabbit left. 
The best gun for shooting rabbits

rabbits is a 4/10 shotgun. Accuracy 
is not needed when using a 4/10 
shotgun. The insides of the bullet 
will scatter when the gun is fi red, 
giving you a sure shot.
  Try not to kill the fi rst rabbit you 
see because most likely other rab-
bits are not far behind. Seeing three 
or four at a time is not at all uncom-
mon. If there is a more dominant 
rabbit in view, the other ones are 
usually in the bushes waiting not to 
far away. Having a little patience 
will guarantee that you will end up 
with more rabbits to kill.
  Don’t wait to long to skin it out 
after a kill because once the body 
gets stiff it’s harder to dress out. 
The best thing to do is to clean 
them when they are still warm. A 
smaller rabbit will be more tender 
when cooked compared to a larger, 
more older rabbit. Any size of rab-
bit can be tenderized to perfection 

if needed.

both public and private schools 
Grades 4 through 12.
  “In order for schools to participate 
in the AIS Program, they must first 
have a certified instructor – prefer-
ably a PE instructor or coach who 
will introduce as many kids as pos-
sible to the joys of target archery,” 
said Snodgrass.  “The DNR only 
has about four trainings a year and, 
because class size is limited to 25, 
training slots are highly sought af-
ter.  As an added incentive, teachers 
taking this training may be eligible 
to receive Continuing Education 
Hours (CEH’s) provided they sub-
mit their paperwork to their prin-
cipal before the end of the school 
year.” 
  To ensure a training slot, anyone 
interested in getting their school 
involved in the program is encour-
aged to apply as soon as possible.  
The deadline to register is Feb. 1.  
This training will cost $25 for all 

school employees and $50 for non-
school employees.  This fee will 
be paid to WVDNR – Archery in 
the Schools Program (via check, 
money order or exact currency 
only) during the first morning of 
the training.

  When the snow starts to fly up 
North, outdoorsmen get excited. 
With big Ohio bucks fattening up, 
steelhead heading up the rivers, an 
unbelievable night bite, and giant 
Erie walleye within casting dis-
tance from shore, it is no wonder.
  I, on the other hand, look forward 
to my second favorite time of year 
to largemouth fish. Anyone who 
knows me knows summer is my 
favorite season to fish, but I must 
say early winter to ice up is a close 
second.  Some of my absolute best 
days of largemouth fishing have 
unfolded as I wondered if I should 
shovel the snow off of my boat 
deck. I will get into location, tech-
niques and lures before we need an 
ice auger.
  Sit back and daydream with me: 
It’s one particular day in December. 
I was set to do a winter bass fishing 
piece with Darl, a writer friend of 
mine. The place I originally want-
ed to go was already iced in at the 

ramp. I could have easily cracked 
through the ice with my trailer and 
smashed the ice with my boat to get 
to the open water; however, broken 
trailer lights are a very familiar 
experience with me and winter so 
I opted to save a little money and 
chose another location.
  I called Darl and gave him the 
details of our upcoming adventure, 
and he was in. On the morning of 
our photo shoot, the snow was fly-
ing – those giant flakes that make 
driving exciting and 1 mile feel 
like 5. Before I left, I loaded bags 
of salt, a couple of bags of gravel 
and a shovel into the bed of my 
truck, not for better traction on the 
road but to get up the ramp after the 

fishing was done. You see, I have 
been through this a time or two.
  I was almost to the ramp when 
my cell-phone rang; it was Darl ex-
plaining that he was forced to can-
cel because the snow was so bad

that he could not get out of Penn-
sylvania. I tried not to let my disap-
pointment show; I fully understood 
the circumstances. My decision 
was to fish anyway. Fishing alone 
on a boat in the winter is a major 
safety rule violation, and I knew it 
... but the bass were calling.
   I phoned Rachel to tell her where 
I was and that I was alone; I told 
her when I would be home so if 
anything went wrong she could call 
for help. Now, mind you, this still 
is not a smart move. Donning my 
survival float suit, I launched the 
boat. And with all the enthusiasm 
of a child on Christmas morning, I 
eased into my first spot.
  The area I was fishing was a set 
of three vertical steps: The first 
break was 2 feet to 4, then a small 
ledge; the second break went 4 to 
8 feet and a small ledge; and the 
third break went from 8 to 12 feet 
on the bottom. I was fishing a river 
system and the place I chose was 
out of the current, which is a very 
important factor while winter fish-
ing in a river.
  Lure selection was easy. First I 
rigged two crankbaits, a Fat Free 
Shad in Tennessee shad and one 

in Citrus shad, a jig and a Vi-B (a 
metal vibrating bait). These are 
great lure choices for the depth 
I was fishing and offered me the 
ability to fish horizontally as well 
as vertically.
  Sliding my boat into position for 
a cast to keep my crankbait in the 
strike zone as long as possible, I let 
it fly, s-l-o-w-l-y cranking the Fat 
Free parallel to the second ledge. I 
instantly hooked up with a nice 3-
pound largemouth. I was pumped 
because when you find where they 
winter, you are usually on tons of 
fish. In winter, most bass occupy 7 
to 10% of the water column which 
means they are stacked in big num-
bers and in tight small areas.

  After reeling in a dozen or so on 
as many casts, I couldn’t help but

notice how quiet it was, an erie qui-
et. Then I suddenly found myself in 
a new, 3-D winter world, where the 
grey sky disappeared into the grey 
landscape and the bright white 
snow falling out of a windless sky 
settling onto the jet black water. It 
felt surreal.
  I was brough back to reality with 
another nice bass, the colors of 
which seem to be even more pro-
nounced by the backdrop Mother 
Nature was providing. God, I love 
fishing in the winter! This entire 
day was awesome. I wound up 
landing 35 to 40 bass in two and a 
half hours; I moved my boat a to-
tal of 20 feet. I think I found where 
they were wintering.
  I have experienced similar bass 
fishing days every winter up north 
on our lakes and rivers. But here is 
what you need to remember: Safety 

first! Never go out alone. Always 
bring a towel and extra cloths. 
Dress appropriately and in layers; 
you can always peel but you cannot 
add layers if you don’t have them. 
A cell phone is a must.
  Now let’s talk about finding those 
winter bass and what lures to use. 
For the sake of this article, I am 
sticking to Northern lakes and riv-
ers in the snow belts. The time to 
get on the water is pretty much any 
time you can. I have had awesome 
fishing from early morning to just 
before dark; however, I find the 10 
a.m. to 3 p.m. range to be most pro-
ductive.
  Depth is all relative to the system 
you are fishing; for example, if you 
are fishing a river, you seldom have 
to look deeper than 15 feet. The 
key is little to no current and ver-
tical structure. The break could be 

a bank bluff or an offshore ledge; 
same applies to tidal waters.
   Man-made lakes are a little tough-
er, only because you have more 
choices in vertical structure and 
you have to use a process of elimi-
nation to locate the bass. Depth 
in a reservoir is all relative to that 
particular lake. For example, if it is 
a deep, clear lake, 20 feet deep is 
where you might start and then go 
deeper. If the lake is typically flat 
and shallow, you may never fish 
deeper than 10 feet. Grass lakes 
are the easiest yet! Find the deepest 
grass and fish the inside and out-
side swings. Bingo!

  Plan your fishing trip where the 
fish are plentiful, especially if 
you’re just starting out.

  A city park, a pay-per-catch pond 
or a heavily stocked lake is a good 
bet.

FISHING IS FUN! BUT REMEM-

BER TO STAY SAFE!
Tips for a safe fishing trip
  Always wear your life jacket when 
fishing and keep it fastened. Safety 
should be your main focus, so the 
life jacket should be the right size 
(not too big) so that it won’t slide 
over your head.
  Have plenty of cold drinks and 
snacks in the boat.
  Avoid getting sunburned while 
fishing. You should apply sun-
screen to any part of your body that 
isn’t covered by clothing.

Sunscreen should be applied at 
least 30 minutes before going out-
doors, even on a cloudy day, and 
reapplied every two hours.
Keep hooks, sharp knives and fish-
ing line in a tackle box. You don’t 
want to get hurt.
Fins are sharp. Always handle fish 
carefully and under the supervision 
of an adult.

on a fishing trip. Also, weather can 
change quickly so it is a good idea 
to take a radio along to stay tuned 
in to changing conditions.
  Wearing the right clothing for a 
fishing trip is important and it can 
help to keep you dry. Footwear 
should be appropriate for the occa-
sion, and wearing multiple layers 
of thin clothes allows you to adjust 
to changing temperatures.
The right clothes and repellents can 

help keep the bugs away.
If fishing from shore, pick an area 
free of debris and large enough to 
allow casting space for all of the 
anglers in your group.
Never fish from bridges or road-
ways.
FISHING EQUIPMENT
Rod, reel and line
Start with a spincasting reel (the one 
with the push button on the back) 
rigged with 10-pound-test mono-

ounce clamp-on weights and float-
ers. This live-bait outfit works great 
with earthworms, minnows or Pow-
erBait eggs and is highly effective 
for anything that swims. The most 
important factor to an enjoyable 
day of fishing is catching fish.
  Spinner baits, 1/4- and 3/8-ounce 
willow-leaf blades in both white 
and chartreuse. These baits have 
plenty of flash, are easy to cast and 
retrieve, and are relatively snag-
proof.
  8-inch purple plastic worms, wire 
guard No. 3 hooks, and 1/8-ounce 
bullet-shaped slip sinkers.
Shad colored Pop-R top-water bait. 
Top-water baits are exciting to fish; 
this one can’t be fished too fast or 
too slow. Be sure to purchase tre-
ble-hook covers to cover the hooks 
when not in use.
Bait bucket
  If you’re fishing with minnows or 
other types of baitfish, you’ll need 
a bait bucket. It should be tethered 
to land or your boat whether it is 
the kind that floats or sinks. This 

container will have small holes to 
allow fresh water inside.
